Overview: This seminar is designed primarily for graduate students who already have an introductory background in biology and either auditory neuroscience and/or behavioral neuroscience. This seminar will provide a general introduction on specific topics of auditory neuroscience (see presentation schedule the list topics) and will emphasize the presentation and critical reading of original papers in the field of auditory neuroscience.
Format: The format of this weekly seminar will consist of two presentations on a topic related to auditory neuroscience and behavior. Every week we will have one faculty member from the UW auditory neuroscience community and one graduate student give a 45 minute presentation. We plan to have the faculty member give a lecture/research talk related to his or her expertise and a graduate student present a paper related to the faculty’s presentation. The paper will be chosen or suggested by the presenting faculty member.
Readings: This seminar is research oriented, with an emphasis on original papers in the literature. Students will be responsible for reading each of the articles assigned to the class. The weekly readings will be posted in pdf format on the seminar’s website.  Student presenters should provide a general background of the topic to be discussed before discussing the details of the research paper. In addition, student presenters are especially encouraged to generate discussion and initiate fellow student participation during their presentations. 
Grading: The course grade will be based on student presentations and participation in class discussions. The grading for this seminar is credit/no credit
