OVERVIEW
Community-Campus Partnerships for Health promotes health through partnerships between communities and higher educational institutions. Founded in 1996, we are a growing network of over 1,000 communities and campuses throughout the United States and increasingly the world that are collaborating to promote health through service-learning, community-based participatory research, broad-based coalitions and other partnership strategies.  
The Community-Campus Partnerships for Health Award recognizes exemplary partnerships between communities and higher educational institutions that build on each other's strengths to improve higher education, civic engagement, and the overall health of communities. The Award recognizes work being done to achieve Community-Campus Partnerships for Health (CCPH) strategic goals, including building the capacity of communities and higher educational institutions to engage each other as partners; incorporating service-learning into higher education; advancing community-based participatory research; supporting communities in their work with academic partners; recognizing and rewarding faculty for community-based teaching, research and service; and developing partnerships that balance power and share resources among partners.   
INTENT OF THE AWARD
The intent of the CCPH Award is to highlight the power and potential of community-campus partnerships.  As a strategy, community-campus partnerships can contribute to a number of significant outcomes, such as eliminating health disparities; producing community-responsive, culturally competent health professionals; increasing the diversity of the health workforce; expanding access to higher education, health care and technology; and advancing economic, social and environmental justice.  Creating healthier communities and overcoming complex societal problems require collaborative solutions that bring communities and institutions together.   
Through the CCPH Award we seek to recognize community-campus partnerships that others can aspire to - a partnership that embodies the CCPH principles (http://depts.washington.edu/ccph/principles.html#principles), uses multiple partnership strategies, involves a full range of partners and achieves significant outcomes that go beyond a process or a single event. 
The CCPH Award recipient will receive:

· Public recognition of the partnership’s achievements at an award presentation ceremony at Community-Campus Partnerships for Health 9th conference, May 31-June 3, 2006 in Minneapolis, MN (Two partnership representatives will accept the award on behalf of the partnership at CCPH’s expense.  For more information on the conference, visit www.ccph.info).

· A commemorative plaque.
· A press release and newsletter articles announcing the award and describing the partnership.
· A description of the partnership on the CCPH website, with links to the partnership’s website.
· Special opportunities to present at CCPH-sponsored forums that highlight promising practices.
ELIGIBILITY

To be eligible, the nominee must be an established partnership involving one or more community partners and one or more higher education partners. By “community partner” we mean an individual, organization or agency that contributes to the partnership and is not a higher education partner.  By “higher education partner” we mean a community college, college, university or residency program (including affiliated administrators, faculty, staff and students) that contributes to the partnership.
Partnerships may nominate themselves and need not be members of CCPH. Partnerships that have submitted nominations in the past but did not receive the award may re-submit.   We welcome nominations from any country or nation.  CCPH can only accept nominations in English.
Partnerships that include past CCPH award recipients, current CCPH board members, and/or current CCPH employees are not eligible for the CCPH award.
SELECTION CRITERIA
In addition to meeting the intent of the award and the eligibility requirements above, the award recipient will be selected based on the selection criteria outlined below. These criteria are based on CCPH's principles of partnerships which will be utilized in the selection process. · Provides evidence that the partnership is achieving measurable outcomes. 
· Provides evidence that the partnership builds on each partner's strengths and balances power among partners. 
· Provides evidence that partners share common goals and regularly assess and reflect on the progress and outcomes of partnership. 
· Provides evidence that the partnership pursues community-campus partnership strategies such as implementing service-learning, engaging in community-based participatory research, leveraging the resources of higher educational institutions for community and economic development, and/or building broad-based community partnerships. 
· Provides evidence of engaging a full range of partners that have a stake in the work of the partnership.  These partners may include, for example: community-based organizations; health care delivery organizations; community members who are not employed in the fields of health care or higher education; students, faculty and administrators at K-12, undergraduate, graduate and/or post-graduate levels; elected officials; government agencies; philanthropic organizations; and businesses.
SELECTION PROCESS

Nominations will undergo a thorough review process and selection will be based on the intent, eligibility, and selection criteria contained in this document.  Nominations will also be reviewed for adherence to the guidelines, page limits, and formatting instructions contained in this document.  Please see below for detailed nomination guidelines.
PERMISSION

By submitting a nomination for the CCPH Award, the partnership and its members agree that all or parts of the information contained within the nomination can released by CCPH in forms that may include but are not limited to press releases, website postings, e-mail announcements, and newsletter articles.

NOMINATION DEADLINE
Nominations must be received as a single email attachment sent to award06@u.washington.edu on or before January 20, 2006, Pacific Time. 
NOTIFICATION
Receipt of Nomination:  The Partnership Representative named on the nomination will be notified of receipt of the nomination by email by the end of the first business day after the nomination was received.

Notification of Outcome of Review Process:  The Partnership Representative named on the nomination will be notified in April 2006 regarding whether or not the partnership has been selected for the award.

Public Announcement of Award: Public announcements regarding the award recipient will be made at the time of the award presentation ceremony at Community-Campus Partnerships for Health’s 9th conference, May 31-June 3, 2006 in Minneapolis, MN. 

SUBMISSION GUIDELINES
Deadline: Nominations must be received as a single email attachment sent to award06@u.washington.edu on or before January 20, 2006, Pacific Time.  Nominations will only be accepted by email.
In fairness to all nominees, nominations will not be considered that are received after the deadline.  In addition, failure to follow the nomination guidelines below (including requirements for page limits, font size and line-spacing) may result in a nomination not being reviewed even if it arrives on time.

Format Requirements:  Nominations must be contained in a single document in either Microsoft Word or Adobe Acrobat format.  The document may not exceed 20 pages and margins may not be less than ¾ inch.  Requirements for page limits, font size and line-spacing are noted for each section below.  
Section 1: Title page = 1 page maximum, font size not less than 12 point, may be single-spaced

Section 2: List of Partners = 2 page maximum, font size not less than 12 point, may be single spaced

What organizations and individuals comprise your partnership?  Please list them and include a sentence of description for each.  

Section 3: Essay = 10 page maximum, font size not less than 12 point, may be single-spaced

Please answer these questions in the order listed:
1. What is the history/background of how and why your partnership started?

2. What are the mission and goals of your partnership, and how were those determined? 

3. How does your partnership define “community” and how do you interpret that definition in the composition, mission, goals and activities of your partnership?
4. What is the governance structure and decision making process for your partnership? For example, who makes decisions, how are priorities set, etc?

5. What community-campus partnership strategies does your partnership pursue, and how do these help to achieve your mission and goals?  (Strategies could include, for example, implementing service-learning, engaging in community-based participatory research, leveraging the resources of higher educational institutions for community and economic development, building broad-based community partnerships).   Please be specific and as thorough as possible within the space limitations.

6. How does your partnership assess and reflect on progress towards your mission and goals?

7. What outcomes or results have been achieved by your partnership and what evidence can you provide to support these? 

8. What are the ways in which your partnership builds on each partner's strengths and balances power among partners?
9. To what do you attribute your success as a partnership?

10. What lessons have you learned about community-campus partnerships that you believe are important to share with others?
Section 4: Supporting documentation = 7 page maximum, font size not less than 10 point, may be single-spaced


Supporting documentation might include examples of press coverage, letters of support, summaries of evaluations that document the partnership’s outcomes, lists of publications and presentations based on the partnership’s work, descriptions of partnership projects and/or any other information that you believe helps to support the nomination.
