Application Guidelines, Priorities & Restrictions
Funding is being provided through a generous grant from the Northwest Health Foundation to defray the costs of registration, airfare and/or lodging for community-based conference participants from Oregon and Southwest Washington (the counties of Clark, Cowlitz, Pacific, Skamania and Wahkiakum).  The purpose of this funding is to build community-based participatory research (CBPR) knowledge, capacity and partnerships within the region served by the Foundation.   As a result, those approved for funding will be expected to attend the conference and one of the pre-conference institutes on CBPR and participate in person in one of the CBPR technical assistance sessions being sponsored by the Northwest Health Foundation in summer 2006.  In other words, those approved for funding are expected to share the knowledge gained at the conference with the Foundation and others in Oregon and/or Southwest Washington.

Only community-based individuals who are residents of Oregon or Southwest Washington (the counties of Clark, Cowlitz, Pacific, Skamania and Wahkiakum) are eligible to apply. In this case, “community-based” refers to individuals who are not employed by a higher educational institution or a government-based agency. 

Applications must be received no later than Friday April 28, 2006 at 5 pm PST by email to award06@u.washington.edu or by fax to 206-685-6747. 

In reviewing applications, priority will be given to CCPH members and individuals from community-based organizations.  Attention will also be paid to ensuring diversity in terms of geographic location, gender, ethnicity and work setting. 

Information contained in applications will only be shared in summary form (without identifying information) in a report to the funding agency and in the conference proceedings. 

Applicants will be notified of a decision on their applications by Tuesday, May 2, 2006. Those approved for funding will receive instructions for how to register for the conference, make air travel arrangements and/or make hotel reservations.
