It is now time to organize your data.  Either:

· Pick three to five factors under which the majority of your data can be grouped.  Or, 

· Pick three to five questions that you asked when watching the oral histories that you recorded a lot of good information on.

“Factors” can be defined as anything which caused the conflict.  This can include laws, attitudes, segregation in housing and the workplace, lack of  economic opportunities, differential treatment by the government or by the police, mistreatment of self or someone close, or any range of personal experiences that would get a person involved in the civil rights movement.
