Please follow these directions to park in Lot E12 which is located on the south side of Husky
Stadium. You will need to stop at the gatehouse (#8) to purchase a parking pass ($15.00).
Gatehouse personnel will direct you to your parking area.

Please note — the Gatehouse does not open until 7:00 AM. Please do not plan to arrive
before that time as you will not be able to get a pass and parking in the lot without a pass
will result in a parking ticket.

PARKING AND DRIVING DIRECTIONS
The Room T439 is located in the UW Health Science building adjacent the UW Medical Center.
Please see attached map. To reach the T439, from the parking lot, cross Montlake Blvd and
Pacific Avenue and proceed west along Pacific Avenue to the Health Sciences entrance
located just past the driveway entrance to the Medical Center. You will enter into the
Health Sciences Lobby. Look for signs which will direct you to T439.

Directions to E12 from either northbound or southbound I-5

From Interstate 5 take State Route 520 (exit 168B); Exit at Montlake Boulevard; make a left turn
at the stoplight and continue north on Montlake. Stay in the right-hand lane. At the second
traffic light after the drawbridge, turn right in front of Husky Stadium. Turn right again and you
will see the gatehouse (Gate #8) in front of you.

From westbound State Route 520, take the Montlake boulevard exit. Continue north on Montlake
Blvd. crossing the drawbridge. Stay in the right-hand lane. At the second traffic light after the
drawbridge, turn right in front of Husky Stadium. Turn right again and you will see the gatehouse
(Gate #8) in front of you.

For a less expensive parking option, continue down Montlake Boulevard in the right-hand lane
and turn right onto Walla Walla Road to the E1 Lot entrance. Payment is self-serve and exact
change is required. Fee is $7.00

Note: The E1 lot is a 20-30 minute walk from the course location.

The University of Washington encourages you to join our efforts to improve traffic conditions and
to protect the environment. There are over 50 bus routes from all over King and Snohomish
counties serving the University District: about 30 buses come right to campus. Getting here by
bus is easy and less expensive.
