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PARKING AND DRIVING DIRECTIONS 

The Husky Union Building is located on Stevens Way near the center of the UW campus and 
is across the street from the faculty center. 
 
The nearest parking lot available is E-1 Parking Lot which is north of Husky Stadium and the 
IMA sports facility.   
 
From Interstate 5 take State Route 520 (exit 168B); Exit at Montlake Boulevard; make a left 
turn at the stoplight and continue north on Montlake past Husky Stadium to lot E-1 on the right. 
 
From westbound State Route 520, take the Montlake boulevard exit. Drive north on Montlake 
past Husky Stadium to lot E-1 on the right. 
 
Please enter by driving past the E-1 lot and turning right on NE 44th/Walla-Walla Road, 
entering the lot on the east side.  The E-1 lot has a bill changer machine and accepts bills 
and makes change (quarters for parking).  The day fee for parking is $5.00.  The lot is ¼ mile 
away from the HUB.  Allow 15 minutes to walk using the pedestrian overpass at the E-1 lot.  
The overpass walkway will lead pedestrians up to the main campus. Follow the signs from the 
pedestrian overpass. Turn left on Stevens Way and walk to the HUB building located a short 
distance on your right hand side.  Please refer to map on back. 
 
The University of Washington encourages you to join our efforts to improve traffic conditions 
and to protect the environment. There are over 50 bus routes from all over King and 
Snohomish counties serving the University District: about 30 buses come right to campus.
