Goals and Objectives + Instructions
Description

You’ll present one of your Continuity Clinic patients to the Division of Developmental Medicine’s during weekly Neurodevelopmental Teaching Rounds for an interactive, group-led discussion. Participants will include some combination of MD and ARNP faculty, subspecialty fellows, Social Work, nursing, peer housestaff, and 4th-year medical students on elective.
Assignment Overview

The activity takes place at the Division of Developmental Medicine Teaching Rounds at 9:00am on the 4th-Thursday-of-the-calendar-month (NOT the rotation month!  So if the 4th Thursday falls on the first week of your rotation, then this is the day you present). If there is more than 1 intern/resident scheduled that morning, then there may not be available time for all to present their patient, but we ask that you prepare nevertheless, because whether or not you do present your patient to the group, your preparation will help you to reinforce a framework of thinking about Developmental & Behavioral Pediatrics in a general pediatrics clinical setting. 

If you’re selected, you’ll lead the semi-structured discussion.  Please feel assured that this is NOT meant to intimidate you, and will be a casual group-led discussion.
Here’s how to prepare:

1. Select a patient from your Continuity Clinic (ranging from bread-and-butter typically developing to complicated Developmental and Behavioral issues).

2. Be prepared to share basic clinical information.  You may prepare a brief PowerPoint with a few slides to share this, or it can be shared just via discussion.

3. Consider a few questions or issues to address, with particular focus on what would be useful to you in your role as a Medical Home provider/care coordinator.
