Neurodevelopmental (“NDV”) Clinic – Goals and Objectives

Description

The NDV Clinic provides diagnosis & management of patients and families with concerns in Developmental & Behavioral Pediatrics (e.g., learning, growth, behavior, psychosocial) and Neurodevelopmental Disabilities (e.g., congenital & early-acquired disabilities of movement or cognition). The Clinic works in collaboration with primary care providers. The Clinic often provides a multi-disciplinary approach with clinical coordination with Nutrition, Social Work, Neurosurgery and/or Urology. 

Resident Role and Expectations

In order to build your skills over the course of your month-long rotation, you’ll probably be assigned to work weekly with the same faculty member. You’ll receive an email at least 1 week prior to your scheduled NDV Clinic date(s), letting you and the attending physician know of your pairing. It’s your responsibility to email this attending physician 1 week prior to the assigned clinic date(s) to decide together how you’ll work as a duo regarding the scheduled patients.  By month’s end, we’ll aim to have you prepared to prep for a selected patient, complete the initial H & P, develop a differential diagnosis and management plan, and to prepare and dictate the clinical report.
