Child Development Clinic & LEND 

Self-guided Orientation
· Begin in the Reception Area
· This is on the 2nd floor, and where patients/families check in, and where you greet them.
· Go to the Clinic Work Room (CD221)
· This is the general meeting and workspace for physicians and sometimes others

· Computers Two are in this room.  You need your UW Net ID and password for access.

· Sign in at a computer (if none is available, return later or use computer in CD243)

· FIRST THINGS FIRST: Select ‘Orientation’, and see ‘First Things First’

· Exit CD221, and turn left.  Walk along hallway
· Clinical rooms: Note that most of the clinical activities take place in these rooms on your left and right, and that most rooms also have a one-way mirror observation room.  Depending on the preference of the supervising clinician, you will either be in the exam room or the observation room.  Rooms include:

· Nursing (CD222) Patients are measured and vitals taken before clinic
· Developmental & Behavioral Pediatrics (CD214 – CD218)

· Observation room for CD215 and CD217 is CD216. Enter.

· When patients are evaluated, lights stay off and blind is shut

· Audio box controls: 

· Power in back of box on lower left (off when not in use)
· Volume on front of box on lower right
· Psychology (CD231 and CD232, each with their own observation rooms)

· Occupational Therapy (CD239)
· Physical Therapy (CD247C)
· Go to LEND Trainee Room (CD243) at end of hallway. Enter.
· Computer is in front of you at the end of room, on the right.

· Select ‘LEND’, then password is ‘toast’

· Physicians’ cubicle Turn left at the computer, walk to end.  It’s on your right.  

· Peek into Conference Room (CD246)
· Location of Monday afternoon Core Seminars and some clinical feedback sessions

· Go to File Room: Return toward Reception area, to CD209
· Patient files contain all the documentation that has been sent & collected in advance:
· Medical records
· Prior evaluations
· Telephone intake inform
· Parent/caregiver completed information
· School records
· Other
· Where to find patient files. Files are in one of four places:
· Room CD209 (File Room) in file cabinet top drawer
· File Return box (at front Reception Area desk)
· Checked out by someone else (find out who has it by looking at the place card in the file cabinet in CD209)
· Lost
· Today’s Schedule

· Exit Room CD209, and go to Room CD207 (Gretchen Glass)
· Posted on door is schedule
· Schedule also online at http://depts.washington.edu/lend/cdclinic_schedule.doc 

· Restrooms

· Two female and two male restrooms at either end of building on each floor
· Food
· Cafeteria is across the street in main hospital. Also, there’s a dining area on 1st floor with vending machines.
