Challenging Cases – Goals and Objectives
Description 

A new conference on Friday mornings from 9:30 to noon in the CHDD, the program teaches about common behavioral problems encountered by the pediatrician in general practice.  Real cases from pediatric practice are presented and then discussed by the residents with faculty guidance aimed at evidence-based diagnosis and treatment.  In addition to the faculty leader, Esther Wender, M.D. (Dr. Wender biosketch), other specialists may participate including psychologists, speech and language clinicians, social workers, special education teachers and physical or occupational therapists.

Resident Role and Expectations

Under the guidance of the faculty, residents will be asked to discuss diagnostic and treatment issues based on their current knowledge and experience.  Residents are encouraged to bring issues from their own clinical experience though discussion will begin with the presentation of cases by the faculty.

There are no required readings but each case discussion will include suggested reading and materials will be distributed that are relevant to the case discussion.
