Neuropsychological consultation service and clinic provides neuropsychological evaluations for children and adolescents referred from within Children's Hospital and Regional Medical Center and the community. The primary mission of the service is to provide consultation to physicians treating children with medical disorders that impact the child’s neurodevelopment and support the patient’s families.

Meet with the attending psychologist and discuss the day’s case.  You will be expected to review the medical record and observe the neuropsychological assessment.
