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A course for professionals who wish to 
conduct or understand research regarding 
injury prevention and injury outcomes.

Injury Research Methods especially benefits 
emergency physicians, surgeons, nurses, MPH 
and MS degree students and graduates with 
training in epidemiology, and other public 
health professionals.

This course is offered through the Harborview 
Injury Prevention and Research Center and  
approved by UW Medicine’s Department  
of Pediatrics and the UW School of Public  
Health and Community Medicine’s Depart-
ment of Epidemiology.  

A few facts demonstrate the impact of injuries  
on our society (Injury Facts, 2004 edition):

• There were about 27 million visits to hos-
pital emergency rooms for injuries in 2003. 
About 20.7 million injuries resulted in tem-
porary or permanent disability.

• A fatal injury occurs every five minutes, and 
a disabling injury occurs every 1.6 seconds.

• Wage losses, medical expenses, property  
damage, employer costs, fire losses and 
other expenses related to fatal and nonfatal 
unintentional injuries cost Americans an es-
timated $607.7 billion in 2003, or an average 
cost of about $5,700 for each household.
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Course Overview
This one-week, intensive summer course pres-
ents an opportunity to develop the expertise and 
skills necessary to conduct research in the fi eld of 
injury prevention and outcomes. Participants also 
develop the insight to evaluate and interpret data 
sources and research results on injuries in the 
workplace, home and community, and on roads 
and highways.

A variety of readings from injury research literature, 
together with lectures and group discussions, will 
provide a foundation for a research proposal—a 
primary requirement and outcome of the course.

Principal course topics include: 

• Selecting an injury research design, such as 
randomized controlled trials, cohort studies, 
case-control studies, ecologic studies, or 
qualitative methods

• Formulating the overriding question and scope 
of the research

• Developing the research proposal
• Protecting human subjects in injury research 
• Using administrative databases
• Searching the injury research literature

Upon successful completion of this course, partici-
pants will have skills and knowledge to conduct 
injury research, as well as a foundation for further 
related study. Participants will be able to describe 
the advantages and disadvantages of major 
research design categories and to apply what they 
have learned to their professional work or graduate 
study in injury prevention and research methods. 

Participants in this graduate-level course will fi nd 
it useful to have some prior training or experience 
with research methods and research design. While 
formal training in biostatistics is not required, 
participants should be familiar with the concept 
of statistical signifi cance.

Intended Audience
This course is designed for professionals and 
students who wish to conduct research on causes 
and outcomes of injuries, or those who need to 
evaluate injury research studies and fi ndings. Past 
participants have included emergency physicians, 
trauma surgeons, nurses, public health profession-
als, as well as graduate students in epidemiology, 
public health and nursing—all with a special inter-
est in injury prevention.
