2. MHA fundraising update—Will Welton

The MHA Program has received pledges from several sources totaling one million dollars.  Virginia Mason has pledged funds to extend the Austin Ross professorship.  A Cheryl M. Scott/GHC professorship has been established, and a fellowship for student support from the Pointer Living Trust has been set up.  
DISCUSSION

1. Update on SPHCM and Campaign—Mike Rona and Pat Wahl

Dean Wahl announced that Alison O’Carroll has stepped down as Director of Development and Leslee Shanahan has been named Interim Director of Development.  
The Dean reported that the proposed new building for the SPHCM would be located in the area just north of the rotunda.  The projected building size is 60 thousand square feet and it is equivalent to the combined space of the School’s current occupancy in the F-and H-wings.  When the new building is built, space in these wings will be retained by SPHCM.  The new building will cost 36 to 40 million dollars and is a top priority for the School.  Bob Day is leading the building campaign. 
Dean Wahl listed other areas of expansion for the SPHCM:
· Workforce development

· Undergraduate degree program

· Public center for public health nutrition with obesity as a focus 
· Resource center for public health policy
· Department of Global Health 
Mike Rona is chairing the School’s capital campaign.  Funds raised from this campaign will be used for the building effort as well as to fund endowments for fellowships, and chairships. He stated that it will be important to provide potential donors with information and stories about what is happening in the Department of Health Services.  Faculty present suggested the following: 
· HPRC and its focus on the health of older adults

· NWCPHP and its work with workforce development and health system improvement
· Student success stories

· IHP program and effort for universal treatment for AIDS

Faculty were requested to send in short vignettes to Leslee Shanahan (leslees@u.washington.edu).  Information from faculty will be used in the letters that come out for annual giving.  Leslee Shanahan explained that SPHCM will make contact with all alumni and that UW Central Development works on behalf on departments and will do so for Health Services.  
2. Global Health Department—Steve Gloyd/Pat Wahl

Dean Wahl reported that Steve Gloyd and King Holmes have developed a strategic plan for a new Global Health Department.  Bill Gates Sr. has pledged $10 million to the proposed department.   
The model for this department will resemble the UW Bioengineering Department—a joint  effort between the School of Medicine and the College of Engineering.  An advisory committee is in place and search for a chair is currently underway.  Rita Keating has been hired as administrator.  The projected start for the new department is in six months.  Dean Wahl requested that faculty consider what the criteria should be for faculty in the new department and how these new faculty would be brought on board. 
3. Final Report of Health Policy Strategic Planning Committee—Cindy Watts

Cindy Watts reported on the formation of a new health policy resource center that will focus on  
translating science into public health policy research and practice.  Other activities of the resource center will include

· Connecting researchers with other researchers
· Strategic initiation of research around select and “cutting edge” themes

· Focus on biotechnology policy 
· Serving as a resource for instruction on policy in HSERV 511, professional training, and certificate programs

Bill Dowling announced that Cindy Watts will head the center and communicate with faculty how they can be involved in the center and will update faculty on how the center can support them in their work.
