ANNOUNCEMENTS

1. Announcements
Will Welton announced that the MHA Program and the Northwest Rural Primary Care Association have collaborated on a certificate program for executives based in primary care centers in the Northwest. The program’s first session will be on March 19, 2008. Thirty executives will take part in the five-month program.

3. Update on meeting with Stephanie Steppe regarding classroom space

Bill Dowling reported that Stephanie Steppe, Director of Health Sciences Academic Services and Facilities attended a recent Program Directors meeting to discuss classroom space difficulties in the Health Sciences Building. During the discussion, Stephanie agreed to look into the possibility of bringing I-140 and I-142 back into use as classrooms during the times of day when these rooms are not needed for overflow lunch crowds. She also indicated she investigate renting more space in the South Campus Center as well as the airflow problem in E-216. 
4. Courtney Rees designated as a 2008-09 Magnuson Scholar

A second-year doctoral student in Health Services, Courtney Rees, was recently named as one of six 2008-09 Magnuson Scholars. Each Magnuson Scholar will receive $30,000 for research and graduate study. 

DISCUSSION

1. Announcement of chair candidates invited for interviews—Andy Stergachis

Andy Stergachis announced that the first two chair candidates to visit would be Larry Kessler (FDA) and Gil Welch (Dartmouth). He said he expected that there would be one or two more candidates to come to campus for interviews. Andy urged faculty to contact him ASAP if they had additional names they wanted the committee to consider. While there is no cutoff date for applications, it will be best to schedule all candidate visits before the end of the current school year. 

2. SPHCM orientation—Cindy Watts
Cindy Watts is chair of the committee that is organizing this year’s SPHCM student orientation. This is a new initiative designed to give incoming students the “big picture” of public health. The dates are not yet finalized, but it is likely the orientation will take place on the Monday and Tuesday before the start of fall term. Cindy indicated she would be in touch soon with more details about how faculty can be involved. 

3. Faculty feedback on SPHCM priorities—Dave Grembowski

Dave Grembowski, the Department’s alternate faculty council representative, relayed a request from Diane Martin for the faculty to comment on the Dean’s budget priorities for the coming biennium. 
In the ensuing discussion, Aaron Katz asked about the inclusion of the building project with other items that presumably would draw on operating funds. Tom Wickizer agreed that the list did not contain items that appeared to be similar to each other in terms of scope or funding source. Bill Dowling said that it was his understanding these requests to the Provost were only loosely put forth as a budget request.
Those present agreed that engaging in shared governance with the Dean on budget priorities was important to them, as shared governance would give departments the opportunity to propose funding priorities. Doug Conrad and Will Welton suggested that funding goals be driven by School and departmental mission statements. There was unanimous agreement that existing teaching programs that are underfunded should be given priority and that there should be no new programs until existing ones are adequately funded. Dave Grembowski pointed out that the Graduate School would be asking for an interim report soon specifically to verify that the Graduate School’s recommendation for increased funding for the doctoral program had been acted upon. 
Jack Thompson asked if the Dean had already conveyed the list of funding priorities to the Provost, and if so, how would any new priorities fit with what had already been given to Upper Campus. 

All present agreed on the need for expanded shared governance and the necessity of formal bylaws to create robust shared governance in the School.
