ANNOUNCEMENTS

1. Provost Bridge Funding Program—Ginger McMahan
The Provost’s Office has a program in place to help sustain research programs when temporary extramural funding lapses occur. Faculty PIs are eligible to apply for the bridge grants, but funding  cannot be used for faculty salaries. All funding requests to the Provost must be matched by the department. May 1, 2007 is the deadline to apply. 
2. Announcements
Will Welton announced that the recent CAHME site visit for reaccreditation of the MHA Program went very well. The UW MHA Program is the first program using a competency-based curriculum to be evaluated by CAHME, and the site visit team was favorably impressed. Will also reported that the MHA Program’s rating in US News and World Report has risen from fifth to fourth place among more than 80 programs. 

Donald Patrick informed those present that the annual Biobehavioral Cancer Prevention Fellows Day would be on Friday, April 20. Robert Croyle, Director of the Division of Cancer Control and Population Services at NCI will be the keynote speaker. 
Amy Hagopian reported that the anticipated visit of Dr. Riyadh Lafta from Baghdad’s Al-Mustansiriya University College of Medicine  was growing more uncertain. Dr. Lafta is an Iraqi researcher working with Amy and others on a Puget Sound Partners grant to look at the rise of childhood leukemia rates in Iraq. Unfortunately, Dr. Lafta may not be granted a transit visa to travel through England to travel to Canada. (Earlier requests for a visa to come to the United States were denied.) Les Roberts will step in as a back-up speaker if Riyadh Lafta cannot travel to Canada. 
DISCUSSION

1. Election of Faculty Senate representative—Bill Dowling
Bill Dowling asked those present for volunteers to serve as a faculty senate representative. In the absence of a volunteer, he recommended that faculty vote for whom they wish to be their representative, and then he would check in with the person to confirm his or her willingness to serve. 
2. Election of alternate representative on SPHCM Faculty Council—Bill Dowling
An affirmative vote for Dave Grembowski to serve as faculty council alternate was unanimously recommended to the entire faculty.
3. Update on MCH faculty search—Colleen Huebner
Colleen reported that she had received five applications to-date and that the geographical reach of the applicants was favorable. She intends to wait until there is a more substantial pool before convening a search committee meeting. 
4. Proposed faculty appointment for Hector Rodriguez, PhD
Hector Rodriguez emerged as a top candidate in the search that the VA is conducting jointly with Health Services for a HSR&D investigator/UW assistant or associate professor but expressed an interest in a primary appointment in an academic department (i.e. Health Services) vs. a research setting. Bill Dowling reported that the Provost has granted permission to substitute this search for a search based entirely at the UW. Faculty from Health Services were well-represented on the Search committee with Diane Martin serving as co-chair, and Tom Wickizer, Doug Conrad, and Will Welton serving as members. The Department has received bridge funding to fund half of Hector’s salary for three years. However, the Department would be at risk and will have to cover the rest. Hector will be out in early May for another visit.
