DISCUSSION

1. Update on expanded faculty bio pages—Josh West

Josh West informed those present that there is an opportunity to display faculty grant and student advising activity on the Department’s faculty bio web pages. After some discussion, those present agreed to go forward and have this additional information displayed on the bio pages. Faculty will be notified when the expanded pages have “gone live” so that they can check the accuracy of the new information displayed on their bio page. 

2. Faculty merit increases—Bill Dowling
There are strong indications that the State Legislature and University will fund significant merit increases for faculty this year. In anticipation of increased merit funds, Bill Dowling asked those present how they thought allocation for merit should be conducted in the Department. It was decided that after the 2% merit increase that all faculty will receive, any additional funds should be allocated using the merit rankings from the last faculty retreat (September 2006) and from the last full professor peer review (Spring 2005) and significant new 2006-07 accomplishments as reflected in the updated CVs faculty are currently submitting.
3. Teaching workload work sheets—Bill Dowling

Bill Dowling requested that as faculty complete the workload worksheets for the 2007-08 academic year they should think about how any additional state funding might be allocated. For example, should the value of a point be increased? Should points be given again for advising students? Should support be given for faculty writing proposals? These, and other questions related to funding priorities, will be discussed at the retreat.

5. Future of Community – Campus Partnerships for Health—Sarena Seifer

Sarena Seifer will be transitioning to Toronto, Canada in the 2007-08 academic year. Leadership of Community – Campus Partnerships for Heath (CCPH) will also be in transition. The board of CCPH has put out an RFP to determine where the program will be located after Sarena’s departure. Bill Dowling indicated that he would send the RFP out to the entire faculty to invite review and possible participation. 
6. Update on HIHIM faculty needs and recommendation to open a search—Gretchen Murphy
At the March 2007 faculty meeting, Gretchen Murphy notified the faculty of the HIHIM Program’s need for a part-time Lecturer. The faculty voted to approve a search to fill this position. There is now the possibility that the HIHIM program may need to conduct a national search to locate a full-time lecturer for the program. Those present voted unanimously to recommended to the entire voting faculty approval of a search for a full-time Lecturer for HIHIM.
