DISCUSSION

1. Update on IHP faculty position search—Steve Gloyd
Steve Gloyd gave those present details about the status of the International Health Program (IHP) faculty position search.  He related that the search committee had reviewed 12 applications and unanimously agreed that James Pfeiffer, PhD, currently of Case Western Reserve University, Cleveland, Ohio was the top candidate among those submitting applications.  Dr. Pfeiffer’s qualifications include international experience and evidence of teaching excellence.  He also has been recognized for outstanding research in the field of medical anthropology by receiving the Steven Polgar Prize for his article “African Independent Churches in Mozambique:  Healing the Afflictions of Inequality.”

It was moved and seconded to offer Dr. Pfeiffer a position as an Associate Professor (WOT) in the Department of Health Services.  The faculty present recommended an affirmative vote on James Pfeiffer’s appointment as Associate Professor (WOT) to the rest of the faculty.
2. Change in primary department of David Grossman to Professor (WOT) in Department of Health Services—Bill Dowling
David Grossman, MD is a tenured Professor in the Department of Pediatrics and Co-director of the RWJ Clinical Scholar Program.  He has recently accepted a position as the Director of Preventive Care at Group Health Cooperative (GHC).  Correspondingly, Dr. Grossman would like to shift his appointment at the UW from Pediatrics to Health Services as this would more accurately reflect his future professional focus.  Involvement with the Department of Health Services has been discussed by Bill Dowling with Hugh Straley, Medical Director at Group Health Permanente (GHP) and an understanding has been established that David’s commitments at GHC/GHP will include donating time for teaching and mentoring responsibilities at UW.  
It was moved and seconded to recommend an affirmative vote on David Grossman’s appointment as Professor (WOT) to the rest of the faculty.
