ANIMAL PARTS LAB SET-UP PROCEDURES
1) Prior to lab, arrange to deliver used pig’s feet (or any animal parts) to Comparative Medicine, located in D-wing 6th Floor, Health Sciences, 206-543-4295 (Animal Facilities Director: 206-543-0641).  NOTE: Animal parts may not be disposed of in the trash, nor will they be picked up – you must deliver them to the Animal Storage Freezer.
2) You will need: 2 plastic basins, 2 black garbage bags, iodine cleaning solution, sharps container and biohazard bags.

3) Place basin with animal parts (inside black plastic garbage bags, double-bagged) on counter.
4) Use second basin to create an instrument wash.  Place 1 oz of iodine wash solution in the basin and fill about halfway with warm water.  Leave in sink area.
5) You must provide a sharps container labeled with the biohazardous symbol for the collection of all sharps at the end of your session, and biohazardous bags for all gloves, gauze and paper towels used.
LAB CLEAN-UP PROCEDURES
1) Ask students to place all sharps (sutures and scalpel blades) in sharps container. 
NOTE: Sharps may not be disposed of in the regular trash.
2) Ask students to place animal parts back in the black plastic bag, which is inside the basin.

3) Ask students to swish instruments in iodine wash, rinse under tap water and sort back into the proper instrument trays.  Empty basin.
4) Ask students to place all gloves, gauze, and paper towels into plastic, autoclavable, biohazard waste bags, which must be contained inside a rigid container that is labeled or clearly displays the bag's biohazard symbol.  NOTE: These items may not be disposed of in the regular trash.
5) Place animal parts basin, wash-basin, sharps container, biohazard bags, container with gloves, instrument trays and any other supplies back on your cart – do not leave in lab. 
6) Tie both the inner and outer garbage bag containing animal parts closed.  Take the freight elevator at the intersection of D and E-wings and deliver to the D-wing 6th floor Animal Storage Freezer according to your prior arrangements with Comparative Medicine.
7) Sharps and collected gloves must be decontaminated prior to disposal.  Depending on your department’s procedures this may involve autoclaving being done by your department, taking it to Laboratory Services in T276 (a budget number is required), or scheduling a pickup from the UW biohazardous waste contractor.
