IHOP Requirements

Medical Requirements

1- Schedule an appointment with your PCP or at Hall Health.

· You are required to have a documented physical exam.

· You will need to complete a physical verification form before travel.
2- Provide documentation of health insurance with equal or better coverage than the UW Accident and Sickness Plan to Daren Wade, Program Manager, Global Health Resource Center, C-314 Health Sciences Building, Box 356355, University of Washington, Seattle, WA 98195. Deadline TBD.

3- Schedule a travel consultation with the Hall Health Travel Clinic.

· Obtain all necessary vaccinations and malaria prophylaxis

· Obtain needlestick prophylaxis

· Provide documentation of all travel health services received to Daren Wade, Program Manager, Global Health Resource Center, C-314 Health Sciences Building, Box 356355, University of Washington, Seattle, WA 98195. Deadline TBD.

Travel Requirements

1- We strongly recommend that you obtain the Extra Protection Plan from Cultural Insurance Services International (http://www.aifs.org/cisi/index.htm). Unless you can prove that your travel insurance is of equal or greater coverage, please get this travel insurance plan and not another as this one has been carefully selected. You must provide documentation of coverage to Daren Wade, Program Manager, Global Health Resource Center, C-314 Health Sciences Building, Box 356355, University of Washington, Seattle, WA 98195. Deadline TBD.

2- Obtain the necessary visa for entry into your host country and make sure that your passport is current and up to date. (http://www.travel.state.gov/)
3- Purchase supplies prior to your trip. Required supplies are listed on each individual IHOP site page. Provide documentation of purchases to Daren Wade, Program Manager, Global Health Resource Center, C-314 Health Sciences Building, Box 356355, University of Washington, Seattle, WA 98195. Deadline TBD.

4- Complete and sign the IHOP Contract, which can be obtained from Daren Wade, Program Manager, Global Health Resource Center, C-314 Health Sciences Building, Box 356355, University of Washington, Seattle, WA 98195. 
5- Bring a credit card for emergency/unplanned expenses.

6- Keep receipts for all expenses related to your IHOP placement. Upon your return you are required to fill out an "Expense Report" form. Please submit your receipts and the Expense Report form to Daren Wade, Program Manager, Health Sciences Global Training Resource Center, C-314 Health Sciences Building, Box 356355, University of Washington, Seattle, WA 98195. This is necessary for you to receive your funding and will allow us to adjust stipends in the future as necessary. Deadline is 2 weeks following your return to the United States.

7- An evaluation of your IHOP experience is required. Please fill out the IHOP evaluation form listed on the IHOP website. Submit the evaluation form to Daren Wade, Program Manager, Health Sciences Global Training Resource Center, C-314 Health Sciences Building, Box 356355, University of Washington, Seattle, WA 98195. Deadline is 2 weeks following your return to the United States.

8- You are required to take 5-10 digital photos (may be scanned in if necessary) of yourself with patients and staff. Please ask for permission from both patients and staff before taking photos. You must e-mail these photos to Daren Wade, Program Manager, Global Health Resource Center, C-314 Health Sciences Building, Box 356355, University of Washington, Seattle, WA 98195. Deadline is 2 weeks following your return to the United States. 

PLEASE NOTE THAT $200 WILL BE WITHHELD FROM YOUR IHOP GRANT UNTIL DAREN WADE HAS RECEIVED THE DIGITAL PHOTOS, IHOP EVALUATION, AND EXPENSE REPORT FORM. AFTER DAREN HAS RECEIVED ALL OF THE ABOVE REQUIRED ITEMS, YOU WILL RECEIVE THE REMAINING $200 OF YOUR IHOP GRANT.

9- You are required to give a poster presentation for members of the Puget Sound Partners for Global Health upon your return to the United States. Date TBD. 

10- You are required to attend the IHOP orientation weekend March 18-19, 2006 in Seattle. Students traveling to Seattle from a WWAMI site will be reimbursed. Please contact Daren Wade (dwade@u.washington.edu) for reimbursement information.
