IHOP Orientation May 21st –22nd, 2005

10-minute power-point presentation
Each IHOP participant will be required to give a 10-minute power point presentation to the IHOP group during the orientation weekend. 

The following are some broad guidelines for the presentation:

· India/Ghana participants (selective 3): the presentation should be focused on country basics (governance, population stats, etc) specifically focusing on healthcare issues in the country and more specifically on the healthcare issues of the region in which you will be working. You do not need to include in your presentation information about the project you will be working on while you are abroad (this is to be determined once you get to your international site). 

· Kenya/Palau/Peru participants (selective 1&2): the presentations should be focused on your upcoming project (lit review or data collection/review). What question are you seeking to answer and why? What kind of research has been done to answer this question in the past, and what results were obtained?  These presentations should be focused on the project you plan to pursue this summer, while abroad.

· At the end of the presentation please include three of your own goals for yourself for this summer. What kind of experiences/information do you hope to gain from your time abroad this summer?

I know that these guidelines are very general; hopefully they will give everyone enough freedom to adapt their presentation to their own interests and projects.
