Lab #7  --  Assignment #7

Internet Assignment

U.S. Population

You have been working on a database pertaining to U.S. Legislature for a high school teacher, Mrs. Guiver, for this assignment use your previously saved database.  She has asked if you could use the data in the State table of the database to determine for each state the percentage of the U.S. population.   You will need to look up the current U.S. population, which is readily available over the Internet.

1. Start Access and then open the your previously saved database or begin again with the Federal Legislature database.

2. Open your Internet browser and search the Internet for the current U.S. population.  Write the figure down so that you can use it in this assignment.

3. Create a report based on the State table.  The report should have an appropriate heading in the Report header along with the current U.S. population (i.e., place labels in the Report header section that display this information).

4. The Page Header section should contain the current date and the page number.  The Page Header section should also contain heading for the columns that will appear in the report (i.e., State Code, Capital, Population, and % of U.S. Population).

5. In the Detail Section provide bound controls that will display the data as described above.  Be sure to delete the labels from the detail section since they appear in the Page Header section.  The control that will display the percentage should be a calculated control that calculates the percentage the state’s population is of the entire U.S. Population.

6. Close the database and close Access. 

7. Save your work and send it to your TA.

The assignment will be graded as 75 points for correctly completing the assignment with additional points (up to a total of 100) for creative formatting, presentation, and additional information.
