Extra Classroom Assistance Time!

This is the first and most important way to gain hours. Be sure to attend all sessions and activities in their entirety; do your scheduled CAT time, and attend all team planning meetings.  In addition to that, you can earn extra hours by doing CAT.  If you have a half-day site, ask your Team Leader or Site Manager about Full Day Site options for Friday CAT.

Attend all Jumpstart Events:

There are a variety of upcoming Jumpstart activities such as Mariners Night, Spring Clean, and the Festival for Literacy. Be sure to read all the e-mails sent to you by Jumpstart and be absolutely sure to read the Jumpstart Newsletter! Leadership Corps:

You can still join Leadership Corps! There are currently have 3 committees who could use your help. There are a few that are also looking for volunteers to help them do small tasks such as printing, or delivering letters. Here is a description for each of the Committees:

1) Program Partner Appreciation - is working on giving thank you gifts to the Jumpstart sites and classrooms.
2) CM recognition - This group is working on showing our appreciation for outstanding CMs. They have created nomination forms and are planning on presenting the winners with their award during the End of the Year Celebration.

3) Book Drive Committee - This group is working on raising money for books and supplies for needy classrooms. They are very interested in having one or two individuals who would be willing to help them distribute letters and drop boxes.

4) Campus Engagement – Help spread the word about Jumpstart on the UW campus.

On the Jumpstart website you will find a host of options, ideas, and packets to help you earn hours.  Some of those are highlighted below.

Creating Materials:
1) Prop Boxes: In addition to Kitchen items, you can create whole boxes of props with themes for the dramatic play area. Choose a theme you think the children will be interested in. Be sure to include real life objects, literacy materials, and culturally-sensitive materials in your prop box. Wonderful prop boxes will enable children to acquire information and learning concepts through meaningful hands-on activities. Here is an ideas to get you started:

2) Puzzles: Using thick cardboard or foam board, create puzzles for the children to put together. These can be personalized for the classroom, about a child’s favorite things, etc. 

3) Story Book Props: A twist on the Felt Story Board, you can create all the fun things children see in their favorite books for children to use while reading. For example, using Brown Bear, Brown Bear you can create a simple puppet for each of the characters, and have the child act out the book with a small puppet show box. This is especially useful for second-language learners, or children who are not interested in books yet. Here is a great example:

5) Name Books: Attached to this list you will also find a document regarding how to create a “Name Book” for your child.

6) Books on Tape: Attached is a resource on how to create a book on tape for your partner-child or center. It includes a list of suggested books and guidelines. If you know the child will have the book when listening (for example, if the center has the book), consider adding a bell or other distinctive noise to indicate when it is time to turn the page. Remember to read out the title and author as you start!

7) Routine/Object Charts: Create days of the week, weather, emotions, or other charts to be incorporated into circle time. 

8) Props for Circle Time: Making one for each child, create small props that can accompany circle time songs (ex. Toy bananas for each child to have during the banana song, etc).

9) Song Dice: Take a small box and tape it up. Cover the outside with construction paper. On each side of the box put the title of a song (you can add pictures too). Once you are done you can introduce it into circle time. One child can roll the dice and whatever song it lands on you will sing as a group. If you want to make the box reusable, create clear pockets for the songs so you can change them. You can also do this with motions for songs like “Everybody Do This.”

10) CM Wall Charts: Create wall charts/displays for PEER, CROWD, SOUL, 6 Steps to Problem Solving, etc. These can be posted in the classroom as a reference for CMs during sessions. These should be colorful and creative so that they are fun for the kids as well. For example, for the PEER/CROWD sequences, one team designed a tree with a leaf for each a letter and the word it stands for.

11) Guess What Box: Put objects with fun and interesting textures into a shoebox and cut a hole in the top where a child can insert his/her hand. Cover the hole with a piece of fabric so the child cannot see in. In session, ask children to reach into the box and tactilely experience the spaghetti, feathers, gak, beans, etc. Children can draw what they think the materials are.

1) Reading and Reflective Writing

Choose from any of the articles/books listed below. You can also choose articles or books not listed below that you feel are relevant to your service in Jumpstart.   After completing the reading, write a minimum of one-page typed reflection piece on the article or work. You should use your experience in Jumpstart training and session to guide this reflection. Begin with a question or assumption you have made from the reading. Go on to support your opinion or answer your question using evidence from the text.

The reflection paper must be submitted in order to get hours for the reading/writing.

Questions to guide your reflection:

· How does this article relate to my time in the classroom?

· How can I use information from this article to better serve my partner child?

· What else do I want to learn about this topic?

2) Journaling

· Keep a journal about your Jumpstart experience. Here are some questions to guide you:

· How has Jumpstart affected you so far this year?

· How has it formed or changed your impression of the community in which you serve?

· How does your Jumpstart service relate to the service or courses you have taken?

· What significant changes would you like to see as a result of Jumpstart (in your partner child, the preschool, the community, etc.)?
· Choose an anecdotal note from your school success guide. In a paragraph, explain how your observation maps onto the school success outcome. (How does your anecdote show where your child’s progress or relation to the school success outcome?) .25 hours/anecdote and paragraph

· Think about an aspect of session you would like to see your team focus on. Create a lesson plan that describes the session element, the change you would like to see, and what you might implement instead. This should be about a 10-15 minute presentation to your team in a team meeting. (Use the toolkit as a resource here). You will need to provide Ruby & Daniel a copy of the presentation and the date that you deliver it to your team.
