FOR ALL PROCEDURES INVOLVING USE OF RAM, LABORATORY COATS MUST BE WORN IN ADDITION TO GLOVES.  WHEN WORKING WITH 3H/14C/35S-LABELED COMPOUNDS, DISPOSE OF GLOVES AS DRY WASTE; FOR 32P-LABELED COMPOUNDS, CHECK WITH GEIGER COUNTER BEFORE DISPOSAL.  32P waste (dry & liquid) MUST be placed in separate containers from other radioactive waste.

REMEMBER TO RECORD THE AMOUNT OF WASTE YOU DISTRIBUTE BETWEEN DRY & LIQUID

DISPOSAL OF DRY WASTE 

When working with 32P, place dry waste inside plastic bag within plexiglass shielded container in hood.  When this becomes full, transfer bag into the large cardboard RAM waste box in plexiglass-shielded container.  All other low-energy isotopes (3H/14C/35S) may be placed together into large cardboard RAM waste box separate from 32P waste.

DISPOSAL OF LIQUID WASTE

There are two separate 4 liter bottles for storage of liquid RAM waste-one is for 32P and the other is for 3H/14C/35S.  When these bottles become >90% full, they must be emptied into the waste buckets filled with absorbent vermiculite.
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
