Evaluating Concept Models:
Guiding Questions


Strategy & Action 
· Does the model help to manage the complexities of the phenomenon of food access? 
· Does the model cover the issues of food access addressed by current interventions? 
· Does the model inform future strategies to improve access to healthy food? 
· Does the model provide the information which will probably be required for swiftly implementing changes? 
Model quality
· Moody and Shanks (1994) suggest six criteria to evaluate Entity Relationship models: simplicity, understandability, flexibility, completeness, integration, implementability.
· Are the facts described by the model accepted as correct? 
· Are described instances on the desired level of detail?
· Are the models conforming to current knowledge? Are there aspects included in the model that are outdated, irrelevant? 
· Are there any domains that are missing?
Systemic relationships 
·  Can various players in the food, nutrition, and community spheres understand the conceptual model? Does it capture their field of work? 
Assumes there will be wide variation in requirements, understanding, and domain emphasis from diverse organizations.
· Is the model language & infrastructure swiftly transferable across the spheres of influence? 
Model language should be easily understood by all intended audiences while systematically integrating information and knowledge
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
