· Create profile (you will be required to choose a password at this point)

· Select Application Type:  Graduate, Nutritional Sciences (MS for MS/MPH, or PhD; if you are applying for PhD but do not already hold a MS degree, select MS)

· Select Fall and the year in which you want to enter (current year or following year)

· Ultimate degree goal for this program ( if you currently do not hold a MS degree but are planning on earning a PhD, select PhD at this point)

· To be classified or reclassified as residents, for tuition and fee purposes, students must establish a bona fide domicile in the state of Washington primarily for purposes other than education for the period of one year immediately prior to classification as residents.

· Nonresident students who are enrolled for more than 6 credits a quarter will be presumed to be in the state of Washington for primarily educational purposes. Such period of enrollment shall not be counted toward the establishment of a bona fide domicile of one year in this state unless the students prove they have, in fact, established a bona fide domicile in this state primarily for purposes other than education.

· Goal Statement – a strong goal statement will be clear and succinct,  and demonstrate your motivation for being in the field.  The clearer and more well-defined your goal, the better.  Share experiences that are  illustrative of the skill sets that you would bring to the profession (without oversharing).  You must submit a separate goal statement with your GCPD application if you are applying to the GCPD. 
· Your goal statement may be uploaded from a prepared document or typed directly into a text box of the document.  The file size limit is 500 kb for an upload,  and should not contain images.  

· Only Word, PDF or RTF documents can be uploaded.

· Designate Recommenders – At  this point you need contact information for your recommenders; e-mail addresses (preferred), mailing address (optional), phone number.  We do not have a format for our letters of recommendation 

· Question 9 asks:  Should the system send this recommender an email or will you notify the recommender to send via postal mail?

· Please select “System should send email”

· The system will notify the recommender and provide them instructions on how to supply the information.

· Please make sure to notify your recommender BEFORE submitting their name, as e-mails are immediately generated.

· If, after designating a recommendation, you learn that the recommender will not submit a recommendation, you may remove the recommendation by selecting the "withdraw" link in the action column of the table below. You cannot withdraw a recommendation once the recommender has submitted it.

· Submit UNOFFICIAL transcripts as a .doc, .pdf or .rtf file.  We do not require official transcripts until an offer is made and accepted and you are a student at our institution.  If this does happens, we will also need official transcripts for any prerequisite courses you have taken, are in the process of taking, or are planning to take before school starts.  These should all be submitted by the beginning of Fall Quarter in the year that you start the program.

· GCPD Application  ONLY NEEDS TO BE FILLED OUT IF YOU ARE PPLYING TO THE GCPD.  This means you intend to take the classes needed to sit for the RD exam.  If have no interest in becoming an RD, then you do not need to fill out this particular application.
· Self Report GRE Scores – official scores will be transmitted to the UW at some point by the testing service.
· Departmental Application Form – Must be filled out and uploaded.
