This information was developed by the University of Washington Department of Nursing as a guide to their prospective students.  There are many similar issues for prospective nutrition students to our program.  Therefore we have revised this information for prospective nutrition students.  We recommend you follow the guidelines as presented in this document to self-evaluate your transcript.
Transcript Evaluations1
 Here are some tips:

· Obtain copies of your transcript or transcripts.  It is often easy to get unofficial copies of your transcripts from schools you have attended or are currently attending.  You can often obtain these in person or access them on the Web at no cost.  
· Have access to course descriptions for schools you have attended/are currently attending.  These are typically in course catalogs.  Many schools now have their course catalogs on the Web for easy access.  If you took courses at a school and they are no longer offered, obtain course descriptions by contacting the school’s transcript office directly.

· If you have taken courses outside the state of Washington, keep copies of these course descriptions.

· Have a copy in front of you of Nutritional Sciences and Graduate Coordinated Program in Dietetics (GCPD)  (if applicable) prerequisite course descriptions from the University of Washington.  The list of Nutritional Sciences prerequisites may be accessed from our web page at:  http://depts.washington.edu/nutr/GPAdmissions.html  and for the GCPD http://depts.washington.edu/nutrdpd/GCPD_Admissions_08.html. 
· Print out the table of the required prerequisites.  Opposite each required prerequisite write down the course you have taken or are considering taking which appears to be equivalent to a UW course.  Don’t forget to refer to your list of suggested UW courses and their descriptions in making your determinations.   In some of the categories you will find you have several or many choices of courses you can take to satisfy a prerequisite.  To convert semester credits to quarter credits, multiple the number of semester credits by 1.5.
· Former or current State of Washington community college students have an additional resources available to them, the UW’s Transfer Guide for WA Community Colleges which is available on the UW web page under Admissions/Undergraduate/Transfer at this URL:  http://www.washington.edu/students/uga/tr/planning/ccequivguide/.  Look for your school.  Under that link you can look up any course at your school and see what course it is equivalent to here at the UW.
