Lea Starr, PNC/MLA Chair, called the meeting to order at 7:45 a.m.

Appointment of Parliamentarian:  The membership voted to confirm Jan Schueller at Parliamentarian for this meeting.

Introductions:  Lea Starr introduced the 2006 PNC/MLA Executive Board

New members and first-time attendees were recognized.

Approval of Minutes:  Minutes from the October 15, 2005 Business Meeting were approved.

Announcements:  
Student scholarships in the amount of $800.00 and professional development awards in the amount of $1900.00 have been awarded this year for a total of $2700.00.

Lea Starr recognized the 2006 Meeting Organizing Committee for a job well done, and acknowledged the outstanding participation from vendors and sponsors.  PNC/MLA thanked all involved in making this exceptional meeting possible.

Lea Starr asked that newly retired members stand and be recognized.

Executive Board Reports:

Treasurer:  Nanette Welton distributed a written report showing a total amount in the PNC/MLA treasury as of October 13th of $34,844.20.  Nanette has transferred the PNC account to Wells Fargo Bank, which has branches in every state represented in PNC.  This move was accomplished

in anticipation of making future administration of treasury funds easier for newly elected Treasurers.  Nanette is still working with Wells Fargo to resolve Canadian currency exchange and check cashing issues.  The Treasurer’s report was accepted.

Membership:  Anne Girling reported that 2006 PNC/MLA membership stands at 159, the same as 2005.  The Membership Committee has decided to continue the Early Renewal Drawings (3 prizes) for 2007 new and renewing members; an additional drawing for a $25.00 Barnes & Noble gift certificate will be conducted among new members.  A new PNC/MLA brochure has been developed which will be used during the 2007 renewal period.  The Membership Committee report was accepted.
Chapter Council:  Dolores Judkins reported on an initiative proposed at MLA this year that would have each Chapter contribute funds toward sponsoring attendance at the MLA Chapter Roundtable Luncheon each year.  Local discussion has been that PNC would prefer to target sponsorship for PNC members specifically to attend this luncheon at MLA.  A discussion ensued, and the suggestion was made that a drawing be held among applicants for PNC sponsorship to determine awards.  There would be an emphasis on newer member award(s) for attendance. Awards would come with the expectation that the attendee would share their experience at the MLA Chapter Roundtable luncheon via a report on the PNC blog.  Details will be further finalized and reported to the PNC membership.  Dolores reminded attendees of the November MLA Webcast “Moving at the Speed of Byte”.  The RML will be underwriting the cost for this webcast at sites in Oregon, Alaska, WA and Idaho.  Dolores also encouraged attendees to participate in the MLA AHIP survey which is open until October 31, 2006.  The Chapter Council report was accepted.

Committee Reports

Archives:  Janet Schnall reported that the 2006 PNC/MLA meeting is the 46th annual meeting of this organization.  It is the 11th time the meeting has been held in Seattle, and is the 5th joint chapter meeting in which PNC/MLA has participated. Janet requested that members send any records for addition to the archives to her at the University of Washington.  She asked that she be given a reasonable amount of time to answer chapter history reference question since the records are stored offsite.  Also, members can check the chapter website for information on the organization beginning with 1980.  

Bylaws:  Jan Schueller reported that the bylaws were updated this year.  The last time they were updated had been in 2003.  There will be no future mailing of the bylaws when updates are needed since the bylaws now are online.  The major update to the bylaws was to reflect the new Institutional Membership category.  

Government Relations:  Bob Richert was unable to attend this meeting, but Lea Starr read this committee report.  Bob continues to monitor relevant mailing lists.  He has forwarded messages to hlib-nw on a variety of issues.  He has also updated the links on the Committee web page hosted at http://depts.washington.edu/pncmla/govrel/  Bob’s goals for 2007 are to: 1) continue to monitor ALAWON and possibly other lists and forward relevant messages and to 2) keep the web page up to date.  
Technology:  Neil VanDerVoorn reported that the recommendation was to convert this committee to ad hoc status due to inactivity.  This action was approved as proposed.  
Professional Development:  Maryanne Blake reported that there were 200 responses to the annual CE survey with responses that helped the committee to arrange this year’s CE offerings.  A total of seven CE classes were offered at the 2006 meeting, all of which were very well attended.  Two of the classes were completely full.  MaryAnne thanked the presenters for the excellent classes each of them had provided.  MaryAnne indicated that she will be stepping down as Chair of this committee, but will continue to work as a member on the annual survey.  A new committee chair is needed, and Lea Starr asked interested parties to contact the Board.  A motion was made and carried to thank MaryAnne for all of her excellent leadership and work with this committee over the years.

Group Purchasing:  Cheryl Goodwin reported that Ovid is the predominate vendor involved with the PNC/MLA group purchasing project, and that renewals for 2007 are in process.  EBSCO offerings will be trialed this spring.  Cheryl also reported that there is much interest in this project, but not enough time available for committee members to work on expanding offerings.  PNC/MLA Institutional Memberships of $25.00 were initiated this year with institutional membership required for any organization desiring to participate in group purchase.  Cheryl is resigning as Chair of this committee as she is no longer in medical librarianship and Pamela Murray, Co-Chair is resigning following a move to Alaska.  There is also no Canadian representation on this committee.  Cheryl proposed that PNC/MLA consider hiring a part-time project coordinator, and fund this position with increased Institutional Membership fees as a possible resolution to the lack of time and leadership.  A proposal was also made to raise the Institutional Membership fees to $125.00 annually with the increase to go toward hiring a part-time coordinator.  Cost estimates for this proposal are very preliminary at this point as details have not been finalized.  Group discussion followed this proposal.  Susan Barnes volunteered to work with Anne Girling as new Membership Chair to implement a new Institutional Membership process in coordination with the Executive Board.  It was moved and seconded that the Institutional Membership fees be raised to $125.00 for the 2007 year.  The motion was approved.  The Executive Board will further discuss the concept of hiring a project coordinator.  New members for the Group Purchasing Committee were solicited.  Cheryl Goodwin volunteered to write a letter to participating or prospective institutions regarding the value of Institutional Membership.

Nominations:  Cheryl Goodwin has resigned as Chair for 2007.  Heidi Sue Adams has agreed to step up from Chair-elect to Chair for the 2007 year.  The other newly elected PNC/MLA officers for 2007 are as follows:

Publications:  Kathy Murray thanked Leilani St. Anna for maintaining and updating the PNC/MLA web site.  Kathy asked for suggestions to improve the web site.  The decision had been previously made to establish a blog for PNC members, and a blog has recently been initiated.  However, an issue arose about inconsistent and/or incorrect e-mail addresses for members, so not all members have been notified of the blog’s existence.  Kathy has developed an instruction sheet on how to use the blog, and she demonstrated for attendees.  The blog is intended to replace the PNC/MLA newsletter.  Access to the blog is a benefit of PNC/MLA membership so only members are allowed to post messages.
Old Business

PNC/MLA MAP:  Lea Starr indicated that the Executive Board had worked to update the MAP and the revised MAP had been sent to members for review and input.  No input was received, so the Board will implement the MAP as revised.  A motion was made, seconded and approved in support of the Board moving forward with implementing the revised and updated MAP.

Appreciation:  Kathy Murray thanked Lea Starr for all of her work and guidance during the past year on behalf of the organization.  Lea thanked Anne Girling and Kathy Martin who are going off of the Board.

Future Meetings:  The 2007 PNC/MLA meeting will be held in Billings, Montana.  The 2008 meeting is potentially being organized as a joint chapter meeting to be held in January of 2009.  The 2009 meeting would then be held in the fall of 2009 as a PNC/MLA Chapter meeting, site to be determined.
