INDIA: MAMTA

MAMTA- Health Institute for Mother and Child initiated its work in a slum in Delhi with the objective to improve the health of women and children. Interns may participate in wide variety of capacities and projects, including: studying dimensions of early pregnancy in rural and urban India, sexual behavior patterns and their determinants among adolescents in urban slum and resettlement areas, integrated development of women for enhanced status, and population stabilization in the context of community health and development needs. SWAZILAND: Cabrini Ministries

Assist the Mission in management, care and support of children affected by HIV/AIDS.  Language: English

ARGENTINA: Community Centre

Gain experience teaching children who are faced with extreme poverty and the reality of working to support their families. Conduct workshops, teach, provide support and counseling in public health or micro-business development.   Language: 3rd year Spanish

CHILE: Fundacion Educacion Popular en Salud (EPES)

EPES is a public health organization which trains local residents in Santiago, mostly women, about illness and health. This is a great opportunity for interns interested in public health, social work, women's studies and human rights.  Language: Strong Spanish skills required

MALAYSIA:  Women’s Aid Organization  Help battered women and their children to build new lives free from violence. English language internship. 

SOUTH AFRICA:  Cape Town Refugee Center  The Cape Town Refugee Centre seeks to improve the quality of life of the growing number of refugees and asylum seekers in the Western Cape of South Africa. The internship language is English, but knowledge of French or African languages may be helpful.
