The Program is a collaborative effort between the University of Washington School of Medicine Department of Pediatrics and the Office of Minority Affairs and Diversity Health Sciences Center Minority Students Program.  
Please read the following carefully, before applying for the Summer 2013 session.

· Each STAR participant must be a US Citizen or Permanent Resident who has completed at least one college level mathematics and one college level science series (Freshman level); with a minimum 3.0 GPA in all series’ coursework.
· Prior biomedical, not academic, laboratory experience is important in being considered for the program.   Placement will be based on individual background and area of interest.
· Program Participants must be from groups considered underrepresented in the biomedical sciences. We accept Freshman through Senior undergraduate students; and, entering UW graduate biomedical program students (contact your UW graduate program advisor).
· Each participant will receive monetary compensation for the summer experience (paid in installments).  Written information regarding compensation, upon selection.  
· Program dates are either:    
1. Semester system/Out-of-State students must attend for a minimum of 10 weeks, ending no earlier than Friday, August 23, 2013.  Housing will not be available on campus this year; private arrangements will need to be made.  A list of possible summer apartments can be obtained upon request.   
2. UW/Quarter system school students:  A 12-week session, June 24 to September 13, 2013
