Minutes of Meeting

Larry opened the meeting at 10:07 a.m.

1) Minutes

In response to the Institute goals for 2002-2003 and External Relations, Andrew volunteered to be a resource for industry partnerships.  Isabelle volunteered to be a part of the Graduate Committee and there were no objections to this decision.  Josh moved to approve the 10/11/02 faculty minutes and Sam seconded.  There were no objections and the minutes were approved.

2) Committee Reports

Curriculum Committee – George reported that they discussed TCSS 522 and 545.  They are working on assignments for graduate components of a syllabus.  The Graduate Committee will pass items to the Curriculum Committee for discussion.  Their charge is to have a curriculum that matches the ACM identification standard and a comittment that outlines their direction of choice (CC2001 – ACM Standard).  They are in agreement that it is reasonable to have a four year program.  Their next meeting is next Friday at 1:00 p.m.

Graduate Committee – Moshe reported that this committee originally had 2 members (Moshe and Steve), but have since added Donald, Rogene, and Isabelle.  Their charge includes an admission criteria, course offerings, thesis guideline, group projects, internships, definition of character of the program, and a way to work with UW-Seattle to help recruit students.  They agreed that there was no special consideration for faculty when it comes to advising masters thesis.  Rogene has submitted a course proposal for Spring Quarter 2003.

Facilities Committee -  Sam reported that their first meeting will be Monday, 10/21/02, from 9-10am.  The location will be announced later.  They will discuss how to help your teaching in terms of your teaching environment.

Library Committee -  Stephen reported that they met on 10/10/02 and discussed how to spend the money allocated.  They will do an inventory on current library resources and will discuss what materials will go on the list.  Their next meeting is 10/31/02 from 2-3pm.  

Faculty Search Committee -  Larry reported that there were 40 applications received.  Some of the candidates have been talked to informally.  A female candidate from Santa Clara College will be coming here in the summer.  A meeting will take place next week to start looking at candidates.

Outreach Committee – Ed H. reported that the committee met and discussed what Outreach was all about.  Ed H. thought that Outreach was about hosting seminars to promote intellectual growth and research and to be able to have forums for students and faculty to discuss research, software development, and how to teach.  Glenna thought that Outreach was about promoting the Institute in the community, promoting education in the tech fields, and being able to partner with other academic institutions.


-Ed H. was in favor of choosing which focus represents what we want.  Andrew suggested that we postpone the decision until next week since Glenna was not present at the meeting.  There were no objections to this decision.

Colloquium Committee – Andrew volunteered to be chair and Rogene agreed.  This committee will be meeting next week.  Andrew requested that all faculty send all of their Directed Reading/Research assignments that they are overseeing to him.  

Advisor Search Committee – Larry reported that a search committee was being finalized.  A discussion of this will continue next week once Glenna is back.

Mission Statement Committee – Their first meeting will be on Monday, 10/21/02, at 10:00-11:30 a.m. in Larry’s office.

Assessment Test Committee – Matt will report on this committee on a later date.

3) Graduate Student Socials

Josh and Rogene plan to have an informal gathering between faculty and graduate students (TCSS 598) during week 5 and week 10 of the quarter.  Josh suggested that the first gathering be on campus in the Tacoma Room on Friday, 11/01/02, at 4:00 p.m.  The second location will be discussed later.

4) TA Work Assignments

George opened the discussion for faculty want to use TA’s.  Some suggestions included help with labs, grading, discussion sessions, and proctoring exams.  Andrew suggested that a job description be created.  George volunteered to gather information (by email) of faculty who wants a TA which includes amount of time needed and clear description of work needed to be done.

5) Mentoring of Non-tenured Faculty

Larry proposed that each tenured track faculty mentor a non-tenured track faculty by approaching a non-tenured track faculty and asking if they would like them to be their mentor.

6) Spring Quarter Schedule

Larry wants to develop a schedule possibly a year at a time that includes electives.  Larry also suggested that we list these electives on the student surveys so that we can prepare for future courses.  Larry asked faculty to come forward with course suggestions in one week.  This discussion will be continued next week as Old Business.
