Minutes of Meeting

1. Larry opened the meeting at 12:07pm. He stated that we would be debriefing the Faculty Workshop and discussing where we are now and where we are going.

2. George went through the workshop evaluations and reported that the overall results were very good, there were a few concerns, seven people volunteered to participate on committees, and many requested another conference.  The faculty discussed the workshop and they agreed that it went well.  Some suggestions that came from the discussion were to put together a communication web site, e-mail listserv, discussion board, and committees.  One of the committees would develop a model curriculum; another committee could work together with an academic view and possibly create a product such as an intro to computer science textbook.  This book would be produced for use in CC as well as the High Schools.

3. George asked for volunteers to be on an undergraduate committee.  Bill stated that he would volunteer.

4. Rogene presented some information on the National Centers for Excellence (NSF).  She suggested that we write a proposal to the NSF and if funded we could use the money to set up a center to develop articulation between two and four year colleges and possibly high schools.  The preliminary proposal is due April 24 and the full proposal is due in October 2002.  There was a discussion amongst the group regarding the NSF Grants and Centers of Excellence.

5. Larry reported that he was invited to meet with thirty-four Community College (CC) Presidents tomorrow from 4:30-6:00pm.  George suggested that Larry share some of the positive feedback from the Faculty conference.

6. Larry announced that Governor Locke has instituted a hiring freeze on state employees.  He stated that Glenna Chang accepted the Manager of Diversity Enhancement position early yesterday morning, before the Governor’s announcement.  Larry indicated that he plans to continue with the Faculty hiring process.  He stated that he has gone through the resumes and narrowed them down to thirty.  

7. Rus discussed the Spring Fling event with the group.  He reported that the event is scheduled for April 27, 9:30-12:20 and the faculty volunteers are George, Josh, Moshe, and Rogene.  He will have Robin contact all of the volunteers to give them further information.

8. Josh indicated that we have money for library books.  Rogene mentioned that we had $8,000.00 and $400.00 was spent on internship.  We now have $7,600.00 left.  Josh proposed using an algorithm that would allow each faculty member equal access to select books for the library and Larry proposed using the subscription service through the librarians.  George stated that he would like the shelves to be populated with core subject matters that are not really going to change and pay for an update service.  Josh stated that he and Stephen will meet with the library staff and discuss results with the faculty group at a future meeting.

9. Christine reported that the student chapter of the ACM has been accredited and is now recognized as a national chapter.

10. Larry adjourned the meeting at 1:31pm.
