Minutes of Meeting

1. Larry opened the meeting at 12:08pm.  He reported that the Governor has instituted a hiring freeze but he has been advised to continue with our faculty search.

2. Spring and Summer Schedules

· Larry indicated that summer is going as planned.

· Ana stated that Rogene will do both sections of 342 and the Internship.  She will hire two TA’s to assist Rogene. 

· Ana announced that George would be removed from 372.  Larry stated that he would like for George to do the background for the Microsoft Institute and work with Bill on 340 & 341 follow-ups from the workshop.  He asked the faculty for their feedback and there was no objection to this plan.

· Ana reported that Spring Quarter Isabelle will continue to instruct 320 and Christine will continue with 321.  She indicated that the following will be offered Summer Quarter: 425, 398, 498, and Internship.  She would like to offer 340 or 341 but there is no instructor at this time.  Christine offered to teach 340 or 341 this summer.

3. Student Internships

· Larry mentioned that the Boy’s and Girl’s Clubs have nice teaching facilities and they have requested teachers.  He suggested that we establish internships for our students to teach at the centers.  There was some concern that these internships could increase faculty load.  Larry stated that faculty load is a concern but he feels confident that it would not increase by much with Andrew’s assistance. There was a general discussion about this issue and the group decided that we would offer a ten-hour internship for the student teaching.  Sam mentioned that he would send out an e-mail to students to see if anyone is interested and Larry stated that he would work on the funding. 

4. Student Access to Labs

· Larry reported that the students are asking for access to the lab in the Science Building, he mentioned that access cards will not be placed on the doors and labs until next quarter.  He has spoken with security and they will not give out keys but they have agreed to unlock the doors for the students with proper identification.  Larry asked the faculty to remind the students that they cannot prop the lab doors open.  During their time in the lab they should coordinate in and out access with the other students in the lab; this will help keep security calls down.  

· Larry stated that there are three labs in the Science building and he asked if we should make one lab a special purpose lab.  The group agreed that the smaller lab should be turned into a special purpose lab.

5. Announcements

· George informed the group that he and Stephen are members of the facilities committee; they are currently working on policies and they will be bringing them to a faculty to vote.

· Rogene has coordinated a show and tell session for the internship students that will be held the Wednesday of exam week 9:00-11:00am.

· Sam mentioned that he is looking into an ACM Honorary Society.

6. Hiring Faculty

· Larry has narrowed the faculty applicants down to about 19 and he asked the faculty to stop by the office, review the applications and send him feedback by the first of next week.

· Larry mentioned that he has invited faculty candidate Steve Hanks, who has an interest in Business, to interview with us on 3/7/02.  There was a general discussion concerning this applicant and our future relationship with IS.

7. Summer Microsoft Institute Course

· George mentioned that he will be working on this and he plans to arrange a meeting.

8. Computer Programming Template

· Moshe reported that the template is done and there is a sample program that uses the template.  He indicated that he went through the program, which took fifteen minutes, and it works fine.

9. NSF Grant

· George informed the group that someone needs to the call the program manager of the NSF to figure out the administrative side of this grant.  Rogene mentioned that the proposal is due April 24.  Larry indicated that he would make the call.

10. Workshop Follow-up

· George reported that he will be sending out the description of the bright line.  He also mentioned that you need a UW Net-ID to have access to catalyst so we could not use it for our extranet.  Larry suggested that we get the CC faculty UW Net-ID’s with limited access.  The group agreed and Larry indicated that he would discuss this with Jack Nelson.

11. Larry mentioned that Ana suggested that we have a Mini Retreat sometime in the spring.  He felt like it was a good idea and asked the faculty for feedback.  Everyone agreed that we should have the retreat.  Larry adjourned the meeting at 1:23pm.
