Minutes of Meeting

George will chair the committee and Christine volunteered to be the junior faculty member.  Josh and Moshe will decide who will be the other senior faculty member.  The committee will have an agenda of courses that need to be approved and they would invite all interested instructors to participate in the meeting.  The committee will bring recommendations to the faculty meetings for voting.  Elective courses need to be written up and presented to the committee.
