Minutes of Meeting

George opened the meeting at 1:01pm.

1) Student Learning Objectives

Gwen announced that the student learning objectives need to be turned in as soon as possible.

2) Curriculum Committee

a) Courses that are currently under review will be located on the share drive (UWT CSS – Curriculum – Undergrad Curriculum).  Faculty should review courses and send comments to the committee. 

b) The syllabus for TCSS 144 was distributed to the group and discussed.  Moshe motioned to remove Course Conduct, section VIII, from the syllabus, Josh second the motion and there were no objections.
c) It was reported that we will re-visit how TCSS 144 is taught and we need to address the issue of students who fail 341 but are allowed to take 342.

3) Facilities Committee

a) The facilities committee approved the Academic Alliance Program proposal and they presented it to the faculty for review/approval.  Sam volunteered to train anyone here who would like to use the product.  Josh proposed that we adopt the proposal, Andrew second and there were no objections. 

4) The group reviewed Seattle CSE CS Curriculum, ACM/IEEE Model CS Curriculum, and IT/CSS Curriculum.  George suggested that the faculty take time to think about what kind of CSS program we are trying to develop and what courses should be taught.  He also suggested that faculty discuss these questions with each other and work towards writing a mission statement for CSS.

5) Intern Sponsors/Internship Projects

Andrew mentioned that there are thirty-one summer internship slots available. Faculty sponsorship is needed for the summer internship, it can be done on a remote basis and funding is available.  Andrew asked the faculty if they would like to be faculty sponsors.  Moshe indicated that he is willing to participate in distance learning.
