Minutes of Meeting

Larry opened the meeting at 12:37pm.

1) The Pinkerton will not be ready until mid-November.  Larry is not sure what we are going to do about it, but something will be worked out.  

2) Minutes

Josh motioned to approve the 5/8/02 faculty meeting minutes and Andrew second the motion.  There were no objections and the minutes were approved.

3) Calendar

Gwen will keep a departmental calendar of events, if you need to schedule an event please contact Gwen.

(Note:  Since the meeting, Lorna has accepted the responsibility to maintain the calendar.)

4) End of Quarter Student Colloquium

CSS students will present a poster or power point presentation during finals week.  Rogene requested that the faculty send her preferred dates for the event and names of students that would like to participate.  There has been a colloquium committee established:  Rogene, Andrew, Sojourner, and Ed.

5) Committees

Larry suggested that we make a list of committees that we need to form.  Current and planned committees are Colloquium, Curriculum, Facilities, Faculty Search & Recruiting, and Seminar.

6) 341 as a prerequisite for 342

Bill indicated that he raised the bar in 341 and more students are failing.  Although students are not passing 341, they can register for 342.  This quarter we have students who failed 341 enrolled in 342 and students retaking 341 and enrolled in 342 simultaneously. To help advise the students there will be an advisement-administered programming exam developed for students to take this fall prior to registering for 341.  George is working on developing some questions and he requested that other faculty construct questions. George stated that he would take charge of helping evaluate the first tests that are administered.  Larry encouraged faculty to give exams early in the quarter to assist with assessment.

7) Faculty Candidates

We have faculty candidate Chinn visiting with us tomorrow and Rudolph is tentatively scheduled for June 3.  George motioned that we move to decide whether to keep Munson in the pool or not, Josh second the motion and there were no objections.  Six faculty took a secret ballot vote (George, Larry, Josh, Rogene, Sam, and Christine); 1 voted yes - to keep Munson in the pool of candidates and 5 voted No - we are no longer considering Munson.  The group agreed that we would discuss Bichindaritz at the next faculty meeting.

8) Presently we have 115 FTE’s in the program.  We are expected to go up to 149 next year.  The first year of the Biennium we are expected to have 150 FTE and another 150 FTE in the second year.  There was a discussion regarding how we are going to meet these expectations.  This issue will be revisited at the next faculty meeting.
