Minutes of Meeting

Larry opened the meeting at 12:05pm.

1) Jack Nelson joined the meeting for a discussion.  He solicited feedback on what administration, faculty and staff could do together to improve communications and partnering.

2) Minutes

George motioned to approve the 4/24/02 and 5/1/02 faculty meeting minutes as amended and Bill second the motion.  There were no objections and the minutes were approved.

3) NSF Report

Larry was in Washington, DC last week and he met with the ATE section of the NSF regarding our pre-proposal to improve preparation of students entering the CSS program.  They informed him that present funding in ATE is presently highly targeted and therefore funding may not be available for our proposal, but they liked our white paper and encouraged us to continue with our plan.  They also suggested that three or four partner community colleges might be more feasible than thirty-four.

4) Retreat

The plan is to have a two-day retreat this fall, possibly the week of September 23.  There has been a retreat committee formed to organize the event; Glenna-Chair, Josh, Sam, Gwen, Ed, Bill, and Cindy.  

5) Personnel Reviews

· Larry will send out an e-mail concerning merit reviews.  We need to structure a uniform peer review process.  Due to tenure issues, Rogene and Sam’s reviews are a priority.  Everyone needs to provide a report on what he or she has done this year and what he or she proposes to accomplish within the next year.  These reviews should be done by May 20, 2002.  

· Staff evaluation process was discussed and Glenna suggested self-evaluations.  Ana stated that there is a university policy and forms for staff evaluations.

6) TCSS 144 – Programming Practicum

The course number will be changed to a 300 level course.  Beginning this fall, students will be given an advisement exam prior to registration.  Advisors will use this to help determine the best curriculum for entering students.

7) MS Proposal

Larry met with the committee in Seattle that shepherds our MS Proposal.  They are pleased with the proposal and will recommend its approval.  They are concerned that the capstone options could become so faculty workload intensive, that they create faculty burnout.  They also suggested that we consider including ethics and professional standards in the program.  The Graduate Council will review the proposal on May 30, 2002.
