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1. The meeting was called to order at 10:30 a.m. in WCG 116 by Larry Crum, Director. Those attending were Larry Crum, director; Sam Chung; Bill Conlen; Rogene Eichler West; Donald Chinn, Steve Hanks, Bob Burdick, Glenna Chang; Matt Newman; Don McLane; Christine Salazar; Isabelle Bichindaritz; Edwin Hong; George Mobus; Josh Tenenberg; and Moshe Rosenfeld.

2. The minutes of the November 22 meeting were revised to reflect a change in the wording of a motion on the assignment of faculty offices. They were approved as revised.

3. The minutes for December 6 faculty/staff meeting were read and approved with minor changes. 

4. Old Business

· Larry Crum reported that the visit by Theo Yu and Deborah Merle of the governor’s office was being rescheduled from 10:30 to 12:30 Friday, December 20, 2002. He urged all faculty and staff to attend. Larry said the meeting might be held in the Pinkerton Building, depending on the status of the work being completed there. If the meeting does take place in the Pinkerton, faculty and staff will be notified by email.

· Larry passed out references to chairs in the UW regulations. Josh voiced concern over how a chair would be selected. There will be further discussions at a later meeting.

· Matt Newman reported for the Assessment and Initial Placement Committee with three recommendations. The faculty approved the following policy:

“Students accepted into the CSS program will be scheduled for an appointment with an adviser at the earliest practical date after acceptance. Students will take the appropriate assessment (writing, math, and/or programming) to place into TCSS 301, 321, 341, 342, and 305. Advisers may waive assessment testing at their discretion.”

An ad hoc committee composed of George (chair) and recent instructors of 341, 342, 305, and 342 will develop the programming placement test.

A third recommendation, to form a committee to examine the sequencing and coordination of courses as students move from foundation to core was tabled.

5. New Business

· Matt reported on Faculty Sequence Numbers and distributed a sheet with these numbers, which are given to students enrolling in readings courses.

· The Advisor Search Committee put forward three candidates to be considered for the two adviser positions and one candidate to be considered for the K-12 position. Glenna asked the faculty and staff to participate in interviews with candidates for the two adviser positions and K-12 coordinator position, which are being held the week of December 16, 2002.

· The meeting was adjourned at 12:30 p.m.
