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1. Announcements

Bob Burdick said he would be reminding staff to fill out their 220s monthly.

Some discussion was held about whether to routinely include committee reports as part of the agenda. It was decided that committees having reports should submit notification to Larry so they could be placed on the agenda each time.

2. Approval of Minutes from January 24, 2003

The minutes were approved with revisions.

3. Committee Reports

Curriculum

George Mobus reported for the Curriculum Committee. The Committee held a substantive discussion about TCSS 305. The discussion centered on using 305 routinely as a way of further preparing marginal students in 341 to take 342. The committee will discuss this further and bring a recommendation to the next Faculty/Staff meeting. Larry indicated it would be important to examine the relation of grades earned in 341 to those received in 342 before making a decision on this.

            Colloquium Committee

Andrew reported Isabelle presented the first seminar of the quarter on Tuesday. Rogene announced she had established a fund for refreshments at the Seminar Series with a seed gift of $100 and encouraged faculty to contribute to this fund. Andrew will look into the ongoing cost of providing support for the series and indicate how much money will be needed to keep it in the black. He will also indicate other ways money might be used to support speakers from outside the program. Bob will create an account for the money. The speaker at next week’s seminar will be Sam Chung.

4. Old Business

A. Exam Proctoring – Steve will bring a formal proposal on the proctoring of exams to the next meeting.

B. Open House – Larry encouraged everyone to attend the open house. 

C. Faculty Meeting/Workshop for CTS

A lengthy discussion was held about the need to have a regular meeting with extended partner faculty in the community and technical colleges. Among the most important of the issues on the horizon is adoption of the ACM curriculum.

Larry proposed that we host a meeting with extended partner faculty in the community and technical colleges in lieu of one regularly scheduled faculty/staff meeting, one Friday per quarter. A call for agenda items and special invitation will be sent to the extended faculty prior to this meeting.  Discussion opportunities beyond those that would fit into the schedule for this meeting also might be accommodated if faculty express an interest in doing so. A room will be reserved.  The faculty approved this proposal.

5. New Business

A. Grading Standards for 341 – Bill indicated he thought he might be grading 341 students too hard. This precipitated a discussion about how effectively the foundation courses prepare students to enter 342 and further discussion about how 342 is taught. Also discussed was how well 342 prepared students for 343. Much of the discussion centered on how much hands-on programming should be taught throughout the preparatory and core courses. Larry asked the curriculum committee to study how 342 and 343 are focused. 

B. Administration of Sun Systems. Some discussion was held about how best to administer the new Sun Servers. Stephen and Cormac indicated they would prefer to have some control over these servers. Rogene indicated she would like to work with them independently on certain graduate research projects. George suggested that the technical support staff be in control of the servers to prevent faculty from becoming bogged down in system administration. But if faculty are doing research, they should work with Stephen to ensure they make appropriate use of the systems.
