4. New Business – Action Items

498-499 Process and Procedure – Faculty voted to make adjustments to the 498-499 Process and Procedure document and approved it.  Copy to be attached for 10/24 meeting.

Faculty Scholarship Support – Larry announced the deadlines for submission to Larry is Dec. 5th and Dec 15th to Vice Chancellor.  The eligible candidates include: Ed Hong, Donald Chinn; Isabelle Bichindaritz.

Displays for Cherry Parkes – Larry announced the Open House for Cherry Parkes to be January 8, 2004.  Although labs will not be operational, projects will be accepted for Cherry Parkes display.

CSS Day – Maile announced that this event will be held either on May 14 or May 21, 2004.  Further discussion will come from the Outreach committee and collaborated with Environmental Sciences.  Maile is suggesting that our faculty join the advisory board and committee be formed to do the planning.  The target audience and funding  will need to be determined.  CSS day will include: CSS/Math lectures; workshops; ongoing activities.

Certificate Program for AAS, BA, BS graduates without a background in Computer Science – This program would be self sustaining and administered out of the Keys Professional Center.  The program would include 6 courses and possibly taught by Adjunct Faculty.  The target audience would primarily be workforce (e.g. technicians) and may create potential group into our CSS programs.  Larry will suggest to Keys Professional Center that they build a business/development plan and curriculum before we will move ahead with this.

Director Review – Larry informed the faculty and staff that Jack will be visiting on October 24th during our weekly meeting to form a committee to review the IT Director.

X & I Grades – Glenna reminded the faculty that X grades are used strictly for continuation of work and I grades allow one extra quarter to complete work.  At the end of the quarter the I grade must change to a grade or becomes a 0.0, whereas the X grade stays on the transcript indefinitely.

Labs in Cherry Parkes – These are special purpose labs and the operational date is targeted for Spring 2004.  Labs need to be developed and maintained.  Here are some suggestions by Larry on the possible faculty managers:
