Faculty/Staff Meeting Minutes

Friday, October 17, 2003 Approved

1. Approval of Minutes from October 10, 2003

Faculty and staff request more details in the minutes and list items that are approved. Minutes were approved with the following changes:

a. Faculty voted to made adjustments to the 498-499 Process and Procedure document and approved it. Copy to be attached for 10/24 meeting. 

b. The last sentence under Certificate Program for AAS, BA, BS graduates without a background in Computer Science – was changed to read: Larry will suggest to Keys Professional Center that they build a business/development plan and curriculum before we will move ahead with this. 

c. X and I Grades: should say: Glenna reminded the faculty that X grades are used strictly for continuation of work and I grades allow one extra quarter to complete work. At the end of the quarter the I grade must change to a grade or becomes a 0.0, whereas the X grade stays on the transcript indefinitely.

2. Committee Reports

Facilities Committee Chair has moved from Sam to Don. The big task at hand is equipping labs in Cherry Parkes.  The committee needs information from ‘lab managers’ about what is needed, start-up and recurring costs and utilization. Don requested faculty to see lab managers or him to provide information. Labs are targeted to open for spring quarter. Equipment orders mud to be in by mid December and lab managers must give preliminary list by the end of October. Action needed: initial equipment requests by faculty meeting 10/24 (new business). Also, Maile requested student space in Cherry Parkes. Student in ACM want lab space. Don will discuss it at next facilities meeting. 

3. Old Business

a. Book of Pork – A national and local “wish list” of items to be included on political proposals. Larry will obtain a copy to show everyone. George suggested a crosswalk between Pinkerton and Dougan. 

b. Budget Committee – Jack, Vicki and Sandy want recommendations of how to improve the budget process in making decisions this year. The UWT budget committee makes recommendations to the administration and deal with undistributed money. Action: suggest add a dimension of accountability and go along with what is recommended by the committee. 

c. Cherry Parkes – move date is now end of February for seven faculty from Pinkerton. Larry suggested Pinkerton second floor become student services. Faculty interested in moving needs to coordinate with Larry for a tour of Cherry Parkes. Discussion of advising staff being on same vs. different floors, as well as a discussion of reserving seven offices in Cherry Parkes without specific faculty names attached. Action: reserve seven offices. 

d. Cherry Parkes open house January 8 - difficult to provide projects if Cherry Parkes is not occupied.

e. 142/143 – Thorud says letter will be sent 10/31 stating 142/143 begins in winter. Presidents will be informed in advance. Registration at UWT begins Nov. 7. Discussions of how prepared will our 142/143 students be for Seattle and without placement exam the difficulty in determining readiness for 342. Action: Assessment Test Committee needs to meet next week to discuss evaluating the use of the test. 

f. Larry discussed what it means to be a Research I institution and whether we would lose anything if we are not designated. A driving discussion in the legislature is ways to cut funding. If UWT future includes Ph. D. degree we do justify the classification. Questions: What is this state building? What are we when we grow up? Do we aspire to be a UCLA (branch campus became independent)? How closely tied are we to UW? What would we lose?
