Process Committee

The committee is proposing to drop sun server hardware maintenance but renew the software subscription.  It was suggested that another review in 6 months would provide a better scope of graduate lab use in relation to the upcoming capstone projects.  Software for CSS students are available however students don’t seem to know this so an attempt will be made to improve the web page.

Safety Committee – George self nominated and Sam also nominated him as the Institute representative to the campus safety committee. A unanimous vote approved George as our department’s elected representative for the 2-year, 2004-2005 term.
