Old Business

Pale & Male – Maile requested that faculty comment on the article by Lazowska and some of the following are some responses:

-Diversity is part of our mission

-Changing curriculum begins early in grade school

-Introducing projects in the classroom to include diversity component

-Integrate morality and consciousness to CSS program

-Focusing on retention overall will improve retention for all students 

Center for Information Assurance & Cybersecurity – Larry informed the department that Steve is currently working on the designation for the Institute of Technology to become the Center for Information Assurance & Cybersecurity.  The designation comes along with opportunities/scholarships/grants.  Josh pointed out that a statement of principles encompassing and establishing policy of funding resources is needed.  UW and other institutions have these policies implemented and so we should follow suit by applying similar principles.  

Intel Opportunities – Andrew informed faculty of potential projects from industry and requested that they begin to think of a process to facilitate these projects to interested faculty and graduate students.

Acting Chancellor – On Tuesday, November 11th, Vicky Carwein sent out an email of her new position as President of Westfield State College in Westfield, MA.  Larry went on further by saying that Interim President Huntsman would make the final appointment however he is willing to hear ideas collectively or individually.  The Chancellor search would begin in January 2004 and the appointment would likely start September 2004.  An Acting Chancellor may start in February 2004.

Proposed New Title of Steve’s position – Larry had proposed to the faculty that Steve’s current position as Associate Director of the Institute of Technology be changed to Associate Director for Academics.  This change was recommended by the UW Seattle report (written by Lazowska / Notkin). The change in title will require no change in responsibilities.  The faculty voted to approve Steve’s new title.
