1. Approval of Minutes from Feb. 14, 2003. Minutes were approved with changes.

2. Announcements

A. Ed Solem asked faculty and advisers to refer all students who have decided to drop to him so that the appropriate counseling and tracking can be accomplished. Moshe suggested that Ed visit the classes at the start of each quarter and remind the students they should come to him (Ed) with concerns or if they plan to drop. 

3. Committee Reports

A. Graduate Committee 

· The faculty approved a recommendation that the Graduate Committee oversee the evaluation of all graduate applications and that all graduate faculty are welcome to participate in the process. 

· Moshe reported the committee had received 14 applications for admission to the graduate program in the Spring Quarter. The Graduate Committee will evaluate these applications at 9:30 a.m. Friday, Feb. 28 in the Conference Room. All graduate faculty are invited to participate. 

· The faculty approved a recommendation that graduate students in Track Two can take bridge courses only by petition to the graduate committee. 

· Some discussion was held about credit distribution in the graduate curriculum. It was suggested that Track One students be required to have up to 60 credits and Track Two students no fewer than 40 credits. Limited electives (10 at the 500 level and 15 at the 400 level) would be allowed. Some discussion was held on accepting CS credits from outside the program. It was suggested that graduate students should petition to gain approval for this. More study will be done on this issue to make sure program policy does not conflict with Graduate School policy.

B. Colloquium Committee 

· Ed Hong reported that the Colloquium Committee’s Tuesday seminars were drawing participation from faculty, staff and students and asked for faculty to volunteer to make presentations in the Spring Quarter. The Committee has proposed continuing the presentations at the 2:30 p.m. Tuesday time in 104 Pinkerton. Committee members will make sure this time works for faculty.

· Bob asked the faculty to consider contributing $20 per quarter for refreshments for the Colloquium Committee presentations. Some discussion ensued about whether this should be expected of faculty. It was left open to faculty to contribute to the refreshment fund if they want to. Bob will see if there is unrestricted money to support this. Andrew suggested we might seek to raise some money to support it.

4. Old Business

A. CSS Petition Form

Matt presented a revised CSS Petition Form for faculty review. Stephen suggested showing all the changes on a tracking document. Maile said she would set up the original document so the changes could be reviewed. No action was requested or taken. 

5.  New Business

A. Preliminary Discussion on a 2+3 CSS Program

Larry said area community colleges were unlikely to achieve a level of preparation for their 2+2 students that is adequate to permit them to move directly into the UWT program at the 342 level – at least not for about five years. He also said there appeared to be substantial opposition to the University offering courses at the 140 level. He asked the faculty to think about creating a 2 + 3 track for the CSS bachelor degree, which would permit students coming from the community colleges to take a broader spectrum of preparatory courses – some possibly outside the CSS program – once they arrive at UWT. Such a program would or should not necessarily take all students an extra year….many should be able to complete their degree with one or two additional quarters. Some additional courses would need to be developed in mathematics, discrete structures, critical thought and problem solving. Larry said more thought would be needed on this, but that such an innovation might be possible by the fall quarter.

B. Petition to Enter Course


A student petitioned to enter the Entrepreneurship Course, TCSS 475. Andrew reported that the student had talked with him prior to making the petition, which was done by email. After some discussion it was decided to approve the petition and allow the student, who had not taken TCSS 422, to enter the course. Some discussion was held about the need to revise the pre-requisites for TCSS 475. This was referred to the Curriculum Committee.
