1. Approval of Minutes from Feb. 21, 2003.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved with two revisions. 

2. Announcements

Sam Chung introduced Saechul (Michael) Park from Korea, who will be spending a year at the Institute as a visiting professor. Professor Park is interested in working on web development. He is here with his wife and two children.

Larry indicated he would meet with students at 6:30 p.m. Monday, March 3, 2003, in 280 DOU. He said he meets quarterly with students to hear their comments about the program.

3. Committees 

A. Graduate Committee

Moshe reported that the Graduate Committee had adopted a working policy on graduate admissions. Each applicant for graduate admission will be reviewed by two members of the committee. If these two members concur on admission, then the committee will accept the application. Moshe indicated the committee was encouraged by the quality of the 15 students applying to the program for the spring semester. 

Prior to the start of an internship, a graduate student must have a faculty adviser. Steve will send an email to all graduate students advising them of this. In addition, all students will have to have an individual faculty adviser.

The committee decided that graduate students should not be allowed to take the 5-credit internship as an elective. Track One students can waive a course only through petition.

B. Facilities Committee

Sam Chung reported that the Facilities Committee will circulate a questionnaire asking faculty for information on their facility/lab needs to support teaching and research. 

C. CTC Meeting

George reported that he and Donald would make a presentation at the March 7 meeting with Community and Technology faculty on the ACM Curriculum Guidelines. He said the presentation would provide our interpretation of the guidelines and emphasize the amount of time that a student needs to spend to adequately prepare to enter the core courses at UWT.  

4. Old Business

A. Promotional CD

Larry reported that a promotional CD about the Institute was near completion 

     and being reviewed. 

      B.  2 + 3 Program  

      Larry asked for more ideas about a 2 + 3 Program for the Institute and 

                  indicated such a program could be designed for individuals who had 

      received a degree in another field or who had credits from a previous

      educational experience rather than those entering directly from community

      college transfer programs. Discussion was held and faculty agreed to study

      this option carefully

5. New Business

A. International Self-Supporting Program

Sam asked for faculty input on a proposal for the Institute to serve as a co-host with Pierce College for a program that brings 60 Korean students to the United States to study computer science. The program would require the use of one of the Institute’s labs for five hours each Friday for a period of 10 weeks. Revenue from the program could be used to hire teaching assistant and to offset other costs. This would be done in conjunction with the UWT Professional Development Office. The faculty agreed to do this providing it would not adversely impact our students.
