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1. Announcements. 

Larry announced that a social with Faculty Fellows would be held at his home on Saturday, April 26, at 6 p.m. All faculty and staff were invited.

Larry announced that the CTC Faculty Fellows meeting was being held Friday afternoon in DOU 280. All faculty and staff were invited to attend.

Glenna announced that there would be a going-away party for Ginger Moriya on Friday, May 9, at the Swiss after the faculty/staff meeting.

2. Approval of Minutes from April 18, 2003. 

Minutes were approved.

3. Committee Reports 

A. Facilities Committee – Stephen reported the Facilities Committee had discussed ways to make the CSSGATE server more reliable. Stephen said he and Cormac were working to set up a redundant server and on other improvements. Stephen discussed the various servers and their uses in the labs. The CSSGATE server went down because of a power interruption, which overheated the circuit boards. This was an unusual event. Having a redundant system will help prevent outages like this but may not prevent outages entirely. A better system of notifying students, faculty and staff if an outage occurs will be implemented.

B. Curriculum Committee – George reported that substantial progress had been made on the 2 + 3 curriculum proposal. He circulated a diagram showing the relationship of some new courses to existing courses. More work is needed on the relationship of new courses to existing courses and on the possibility of combining courses with material that may overlap. 

4. Old Business

Larry reported that the annual Faculty Review Process would be taking place next week.

5. New Business 

Stephen asked the faculty to begin considering how the lab space in the Cherry Parkes facility could be used. There will be four labs with combined space of nearly 4,000 square feet plus a conference room and office. The labs will probably come online in 2004.  Equipment will need to be ordered this summer. Larry and Stephen encouraged the faculty to send in their ideas about the use of this lab space.

George reported that in working on the schedule, the question had come up about how many new faculty preps might reasonably be expected in a year. More discussion on this will be initiated in the Curriculum Committee.

Glenna said some students were attempting to take 498 and 499 without having completed their core requirements. She said faculty should not give out their entry codes allowing students to enroll in these courses unless the advisers had completed a file audit. Faculty voted to approve a motion that a maximum of 15 credits can be earned in 497, 498 and 499 with a maximum of 10 hours in any one of these numbers.
