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1. Announcements. 

George indicated that he had posted on the Shared Drive the proposed ‘straw man’ proposal for a sophomore year.  He encouraged faculty to read this because it was likely to become the basis for whatever recommendation is finally made. There will be a Curriculum Committee meeting Friday, April 11, 2003, at 9:30 a.m.

2. Approval of Minutes from March 14, 2003. 

Minutes were approved with minor changes.

3. Committee Reports 

Steve reported the Graduate Committee was considering an agreement with the Graduate School to list the CSS Graduate program as one accepting international students. Deadline for international students to apply is in the fall a year in advance. International students would only be admitted in the fall quarter each year. The Graduate School does most of the work, but there will be some additional advising and support needed for these students at the program level.

Steve also recommended that TCSS 600 be allowed to go off the books this year (and, indeed, should be removed from our Website and printed materials) because it cannot be taken for graduate credit. The faculty voted to allow TCSS 600 to lapse and to indicate that TCSS 498 and TCSS 499 could not be taken by master’s students as a 400 elective.

Sam reminded faculty to complete their homework assignment and fill out the Facility Committee survey.

Rogene reported that the Colloquium Committee had agreed to employ James Winkleman, a senior in IAS, to produce the Colloquium Newsletter. She said to expect him to be in contact with faculty and staff as he goes about gathering information for the first issue of this newsletter, a quarterly publication. Rogene also asked the faculty and staff to provide consensus on meeting times for the spring quarter seminar series. The committee has proposed meeting at 4 p.m. on Tuesdays or at 12:50 on Mondays. Ed Hong will continue to solicit speaker presentations during the spring quarter.

4. New Business 
The advisers brought four petitions to the faculty for review.

David Owens  (to waive 321)– Faculty approved this following Moshe’s recommendation.

Dan Bahrt & Luiz Russo (to take TCSS 560 as a graduate elective) The faculty voted – with one abstention – to allow these individuals to take 560 as an elective.

Ben Leibert (to count CSE 461 as a concentration elective) – The faculty approved this petition with one dissenting vote.

Tameika Reed (to count Math 210 at Olympic as TCSS 321). Faculty voted to deny this petition with one dissenting vote. 

5. New Business – 

Maile reported that a Dual Admissions Information Day would be held on Friday, May 16, 2003, at the Institute. Students from area high schools and community colleges would be invited. Faculty and staff are asked to participate in a pot luck lunch that day. More information will be available as the event draws closer.

A CSS Showcase Day is being planned for the spring of 2004. More information on this will be available after a small committee is assigned to begin planning.

Glenna reported on Advising Team changes and Matt’s departure. In the interim, while Matt’s position is being filled, Glenna will take over responsibility for Graduate Advising and various other duties will be assigned according to a chart that Glenna distributed. 

Maile and Glenna will begin working on an Institute Mission/Vision Statement by doing research to determine what other schools are doing. 

Donald shared a book on teaching techniques and encouraged faculty to exchange best teaching practices.
