1. Approval of Minutes from May 16, 2003

Minutes were approved with changes.

2. Committee Reports

Curriculum committee

-Further discussion on the proposed curriculum took place specifically on remedial courses, writing courses, software engineering offerings.  An amendment to the proposal was made – Vote to drop 322 and add software engineering course to the core.  The majority voted opposing this amendment (6-opposed; 3-unopposed).  Another amendment to the proposal was suggested – Approval of the # of core credits; approval of the sequence of core courses; approval of core courses; and approval of the # of credits for electives.  The majority voted in favor of these amendments (7-unopposed; 1-opposed).


Facilities committee

-The committee proposed a policy on how various lab space and resources can be effectively used and managed.  Refer to attachments.  A vote on proposal will take place at the next faculty staff meeting.

3. Old Business

Faculty Annual Review Process/Documentation

-Comments and suggestions on the faculty annual review process was collected by Josh on the part of the Process committee.  This process will be revisited in fall 2003 for further improvements.

Petition:

-Bruce Nguyen (petition to transfer Western WA courses and to include 340 and 341 credits toward degree requirements) - The faculty voted to approve this petition.

Placement Tests:

Placement tests are designed to measure 341competency.  Many factors need to be considered such as test management, test design, grading, distribution, issue of consistency.  In designing the placement test, it was proposed that it should be equivalent to those taking the TCSS 341 final exam therefore Bill has agreed to participate in the development of these tests.
