1. Approval of Minutes from May 16, 2003

Minutes were approved as amended.

2. Committee Reports

Facilities Committee

-The committee made a proposal for the management of teaching and research labs.  The faculty voted unanimously to approve this proposal.


Process committee

-The committee proposed a policy to delegate decision-making authority to the Director during this summer.  Amendments to the policy was made and the faculty voted to approve the amended proposal as such:  “The CSS faculty delegates to the Director the following decision-making powers if a decision needs to be made prior to the first faculty meeting of Fall 2003.

1. Prerequisite waivers for both undergraduate and graduate students;

2. Course approvals for temporary courses;

3. Faculty search recommendations for temporary positions;  

No other delegation of faculty rights and responsibilities is made or implied.”

3. New Business

Mission/Vision Statement

-A lengthy discussion took place and further revisions will be considered.  Another proposal will be made next weeks and faculty will vote on it.  Refer to attachment.

Faculty Fellows:

-UWT will continue to fund 6 fellows for the 2003-04 academic year.  Community Technical Colleges may be interested in funding additional fellows.

Strategic Planning Committee:

-George has agreed to draft up a letter (via email) and send to faculty for approval.  Topics will include concerns on behalf of the CSS department.

Policy on Post-Baccalaureate non-degree students enrolling in CSS courses:

 -The proposal for fall 2003 enrollments: Post baccalaureate non-degree students are to obtain the instructor approval and student needs to have fulfilled the perquisites of the course.  The faculty voted to approve this policy (10-unopposed; 1-opposed). This policy will be revisited in the fall 2003. 

Adjunct Faculty Status:

-Larry proposed to the faculty to offer adjunct faculty positions to both Peter Horak and Sergio Davalos.  According to the faculty handbook: Title recognizes the contributions of a member of the faculty to a secondary department.  Adjunct appointments do not confer governance or voting privileges or eligibility for tenure in the secondary department.  

Associate Director:

-See attachment.  After a discussion of this job description, it was decided that Larry consult with UWT and UW Seattle to ensure that this position and the hiring of this position is not in violation of the faculty code.
