1. Announcements.

2. Approval of Minutes from April 25, 2003. 

Minutes were approved with minor changes.

3. Old Business

Faculty Search: A discussion took place on both Dr. Pilarski's and Dr.
Madhyastha's teaching/research qualifications and fit in the program.  A
subsequent vote did not produce a majority for hiring any candidate in a
tenure/tenure-track position.  The faculty voted to offer Dr. Pilarski a
visiting position for 1 year.  The faculty also voted that should Dr.
Pilarski decline the offer, Dr. Madhyastha would be offered a visiting
position for 1 year.  No commitment nor expectation for a continued
appointment would be suggested or implied by the appointment.

4. New Business 

Jack joined the faculty discussion on the following topics:

-In 2 months the faculty will need to decide whether 142/143 will be offered fall 2003.  The Chancellor’s office has approved on these offerings although community colleges oppose it.  This approval is valid for fall 2003 due to the possibility of changes in the administration (new President and new Chancellor).

-Consistent message need to be sent to the community colleges.  To assist this effort, the CSS curriculum would be designed with the input of the community colleges but with the approval of the UWT faculty vote.

-To improve Administration/IT relations with other depts., discussions will be planned with other dept to clear up various misunderstandings on policy issues.

-Placement tests must be implemented for those taking 340.  The test results/data will determine the competency of students coming from community colleges.  Jack noted that validity and verification is not important at this point.
