Rewording of Lab Reservation Policy – Stephen Rondeau

Stephen suggested that the meeting minutes be amended from the 11/21/03 Faculty/Staff Meeting.  The minutes from the November meeting stated the following:

“Larry proposed to the faculty that the large general- purpose lab not be reserved for classes thus available for student use, and that there be at least one lab available at all time for student use.  This proposal was approved with the exception that faculty lab requests may still be fulfilled.”

Stephen suggested the following amendment:

“Larry proposed to the faculty that the large general-purpose lab (SCI 106) not be reserved for entire classes, but still may be reserved for the lab portions of a class, and that for all general-purpose labs, only one lab can be reserved during the same time period.”

*A motion was brought to amend the minutes to Stephen’s wording; it was seconded and unanimously approved.  There were 8 faculty members in attendance. *

Concentration in Information Architecture – Steve Hanks

· A Capstone Class would be introduced as part of the concentration

· Students would get a notation on their transcript “Concentration in Information Architecture”

· There was a question on the ‘concentration’ name – what matters is putting the notation on the transcript.

· The concentration would begin Autumn 2004

Approval was sought

Discussion:

· Why a concentration?  - Because it will be noted on the transcript.

· What makes something a concentration?  - Roughly 5 classes built around a specific theme

· What’s the advantage of having “Information Architecture” on a transcript – will anyone know what it means?  

· Quality Concerns:

· This is an experiment 

· A TCSS Capstone Class requires a minimum enrollment

· How many of these concentrations can we support?

· What if it’s non-cohort and the Capstone is taught by Business.  At least for the 1st time – we don’t have the cost of having the Capstone here

· However, if we do the Capstone, we get the FTE’s and it would be a different Capstone if Business ran it without any input & guidance from CSS

· Another concern is that students are guaranteed admission to the concentration courses – we don’t want to take a seat from other students

· By not being a cohort, we don’t privilege the course

· Another concern – this would put a strain on how many electives we can offer

Plan of Action:

· The 3 Issues that should be addressed are: Cohort, Capstone & Guarantees 

· Steve Hanks & Josh Tenenberg will discuss this further

Update on the Port of Tacoma Meeting – Larry Crum

We gave a presentation to the Port on Thursday.  We reported on some of the Institute efforts that we believe are significant for them. (Discussion of mutual interests, Security Roundtable they participated in, local Information Assurance & Security Consortium we have hosted, Center for Information Assurance and Cybersecurity we partnered in creating, NSA Excellence in Information Assurance Education program we are soliciting, Internships we have created and filled, Research projects we have encouraged).  The Port showed serious interest in providing funding for an endowment for a professorship in Cybersecurity.  The amount of the endowment discussed was one million dollars. There is hope for some matching funds.  Larry proposed that we not fill our open position with a tenure track faculty for the 2004-05 academic year.

*It was voted upon to defer filling the faculty position with a permanent faculty member.  The decision was unanimous, there were 8 faculty in attendance*
